PRICES AT CHICAGO
MAKE S RECOVERY

Grain and provision prices rose sharp-
ly in the Chicago market yesterday, the
ascent being as spectacular as the down-
fall of the past few days had been. May,
September and December corn rose from
7¢ to 8¢ a bushel, while oats futures ad-
vanced from 3%c to 4c a bushel, and
pork about $2 a harrel.

The upturn was the result of the de-
cision at Washington against selling the
wheat crop to the consumer below the
price of $2.26 a bushel guaranteed to the
producer. It is thought that this year's
wheat crop in the United States will be
about a billion bushels, and if the pro-
posal to sell at a loss of 50c to 75¢c a
bushel were carried out the government
would have to stand an outlay of hun-
dreds of millions of dollars.

FEDERAL ADVANCES
ON FARMERS WHEAT

Ottawa, Aug. 6.—An ofticial state-
ment issued today says:

“Sir Robert Borden is in receipt of
many telegrams from western Canada
protesting against the fixing of a
minimum price for this\ year’s wheat
crop and urging that the farmers of
the west are entitled to the full benefit
of the best price in the world’s market
The course which these gentlemen de-
sire is preécisely that which the gov-
ernment has taken. The price of
wheat has been ed, but in order to
avoid inconveniefice to farmers, who
must of necessity have an advance in
ready money on account of their crop,
the government proposes that the- Ca-
dian wheat board shall make, to such
producer, a reasonable and substan-
tial payment on account. The amount
of this payment will be recommended
by the Canadian wheat board, and the
government will provide the necessary
funds for the purpose,

“The Canadian wheat board will
dispose of the entire Canadian surplus
at the best price obtainable in the
wheat markets of the world. After
this has been done each farmer shall
be entitled to receive the balance of
the price obtained less aetual ecosts
'and charges.”

STEWART TO HEAD
WHEAT COMMISSION

Ottawa, Aug. 6.—James /Stewart of
Winnipeg, who wasg Canadian repre-
sentative of the British Wheat Ex-
port Company, the Britisi govern-
ment grain purchasing .organization
during the waf, will be the chairman
of the Canada wheat commission
shortly to be appointed. Mr. Stewart
was offered the position and has ac-
ceptefl it. The wheat. commission will
consist of ten or twelve members. It
will be empowered to name an execu-
tive committee and will' have its
headquarters at Winnipeg.

The commission will purchase all
the wheat of the 1919 crop and dis-
pose of it to tie best advantage. It
will make a cash advance to every
farmer from whom it acquires grain
at a rate per bushel to be announced
by the government. Later it will dis-
tribute among the producers, in ac-
cordance with the quality and grade
of their grain, any surplus of the pro-
ceeds of the sale of crop after 5 de-
duction has been made  to cover the
cost of handling. The farmer will
thus receive the full value of his
wheat, l2ss the cost of handling.
