i The report of the sub-committee who
Investigated the Heal-Bain trouble

was the chief topic of discussion at

' the meeting of the Board of Works

yesterday afternoon. The main fea-
ture of the discussion was the almost
unanimous censure expressed by the
various members of the committee of
the actlon of Mr. Heal in dismissing
Mr. Bain under the circumstances
which existed, as disclosed by the evi-
dence taken. A great deal of sym-
pathy was expressed for the official
who had been unijustly dismissed, but
the members found themselves ham-
pered in their desire to do justice to
the injured party by the theory of de-
partmental control by the respective
heads. It was finally decided to adopt
the committee’s report,  giving Mr.
Bain two weeks' salary in lisu of no-
tice, and an entire exoneration from’
any aspersion on his character or
ability.,

When the report of the sub-commit-
tee was read Mr. Heal protested that
it was the custom of the Street Rail-
way Company and other large cor-
porations to
moment’s notice. He also complained
that the sub-committee had overlooked
in their report the fact that Mr. Bain
had been dismissed for insolence, and
that he had not an opportunity to
tender other evidence which he want-
ed.

Ald. Bell, chairman of the sub-com-
mittee, declared that before the' in-
vestigation closed both parties were

asked if they had any further evidence

to offer.

Ald. Leslie suggested that the re-
port go back to the sub-committee
in order to make one or two clauses
clearer a8 to the intention.

“HE OF THE GREEN EYE.”

_Ald. Hubbard made a brief address,
in which he scathingly denounced Mr.
Heal's administration of his depart-
ment so far as his treatment of sub-
ordinates is concerned. That gentle-
man, he declared, had not shown up
in a good light before the investigat-
ing committee, and his action had been
such as not to receive commendation.

when he knew that at the same time
the young man was drawing salary
from another institution.

dismiss engineers at a
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parently without cause. Mr. Heal,
he said, acted like a sultan and had
been there too long. He was also re-
ferred to by Ald. Hubbard as “the
man with the green eye,”” who was
always suspicious of his men. He
hoped that Mr. Heal would make use
of his position to do what is right axﬁd
fair with this man; if he did, all
right, “but if he does not 1 may use
my position to rectify the injustice he
has done,” concluded Ald .Hubbard.

Ald. Preston pointed out that Mr.
Heal had an opportunity now to
make reparation and apologize for
having taken the action he did with-
out justification.

Ald. Boustead admitted that it was
a compromise report, but the com-
promise was with reference to the
amount of compensation Mr. Bain
should receive, and not upon the facts
of the case as set forth in their find-
ing. The committee had not recoms
mended that Bain be put back there,
but he hoped that the head of the de-
partment, Mr. Keating, would do jus-
tice to Mr, Bain.

THE REAL TROUBLE.

Ald, Gowanlock urged that the real
trouble was that the city had not got
a man at the head of the mechanical
department who was a practical man.
Mr. Fellowes had admitted that at the
investigation. If there had been a
man in charge over Mr. Heal who
knew anything about practical me-
chanics it would have been different
and the friction would have been re-
moved. In this respect the report
was, perhaps, a little hard upon Mr,
Heal in that it placed the whole blame
upon him, when, in fact, a portion of
it should be attributed to the system
which gave the supervision to a man
who had no practical knowledge of
mechanics. If nothing came out Qf
the investigation except so far as Mr.
Bain was concerned it would fail of
its purpose. The committee should go
further and recommend that a prac-
tical man be put in charge of the me-
chanical. branches of the.department.

Alq. Lamb paid a tribute to Mr.
Heal’'s efficiency as an engineer, but
regretted that he had an unfortunate
mammer towards his subordinates. He
had sympathy with Mr. Bain and sug-
gested that he be .paid one month’'s
salary instead of two weeks.

Ald. J. J. Graham opposed the ex-
penditure of the citizens’ money to
jrectify the mistakes of an official. The
evidence, however, showed that Mr.
 Bain had been improperly discharged.
STRIKING AT THE ROOT.

The report was amended by striking
out the reference to an allowance for
er. Bain’s solicitor’s costs, and Ald.
Gowanlock wanted to further amend it
by recommending to the council that
& practical mechanical engineer be put
in charge of the mechanical branches
of the department. The other mem-
bers, however, preferred not to imtro-
duce the question into the report.

The report having been adopted, the
committee passed a resolution request-
ing the City Engineer to report upon
the advisability of putting the mechan-
ical branches of the department under
the supervision of a mechanical en-
tlnegr. ;

Ald. Leslie presented a resolution di-
recting that in future the City En-
gineer, instead of reporting the esti-
mated cost of work, shall put in a
tender, and if his price. is the lowest,
;then the work shall be done by day
labor under the Engineer’s direction.

The matter will receive further con-
sideration.

TESTING PAVING BRICK.

There is an impression adbroad.that the
test to which the native paving brick 1s be-
ing subjected is too scvere. The large
number of bricks which have peen rejected
recently upon several streets has caused a
nur r of Aldermen to take a personal
interest In the matter. Yesterday Ald. Rus-
sell, who has for years been engaged In
the manufacture of brick in Toronto, vislt-
ed the work on Huron-street in order to
satisfy limself. He expressed the opinlon
that the bricks which are being used tnere
are as good as any he ever saw. ' Ald.
Jolliffe also went up to the work, and
brought away with him a vrick which had
been rejected, and which ne exhibitea at
the meeting of the Board or Works. He
declared that he would be willing to walk
10 miles to see the man wno would reject
such an excellent specimen, und then visit-
ed the City Engineer’'s office for the pur-
Pose of having someone point out the al-
eged defects. He was afterwards seen
carrying his specimen home, where he in-
tends testing it himself. Aila. Crane is also
a daily yisitor to the work, and thinks the
material is good. The matter of the pro-
per testing of the brick to pe used in con-
structing pavements is one of some import-
ance to the prosperity of the city. The
industry is In its infancy here, but If it
can be developed, and a suitable article

roduced, it will give employment to a
arge number of men and a great advantage
will be gained by keeping at home the
large sums of money which are now sent
abroad for paving material,

PAVEMENTS ABROAD.

Mr. Keating returned to cuty yesterday
after a trip to Chleago, Indianapolis, Co-
lumbus, Cinecinnati, Clevelana and Buffalo,
where he inspected the brick and asphalt
pavements. e reports tiat in most of
the cities named brick pavements are laid
upon concrete foundations and are  stand-
ing well. At Cleveland a large area of
brick pavement upon sand roundation has
been laid, is standing well, wad gives satls-
faction. The success of this pavement he
attributes to the liar mature of the
sub-soll, which is a loamy sanda. The bricks
are of special dimensions, 3% x 5 x 10, and
are laid upon the sand foundation, which
is ‘'strongly packed and rolled.

GRAND TRUNK EMPLOYES HAMILTON CITY COUNCIL.

Will New Rest Easy — General Manager
Hays Says Thelr Positio: § ire Per 3
—A Straighttorward statement.

Montreal, Oct. 26.—In view of the con-
tinued discussion of the relations between
the present employes of the Grand Trunk
Rallway and the management, Mr. Hays,
the General Manager, was asked by a cor-
respondent what the policy towards the
present einployes is to be. “I will an-
swer In a very few words,” replied Mr.
Hays. .“The sole test of service and ad-
vancement is merit. While the length and
raithfulness of a man’s service will of course 1
be given favorable consideration, when all

other things are equal,the question of experi-
ence and ability to do the work emclcntly
will govern, without regard to color, reli-
glon, political preference or ‘previous con-
dition of servitude,” as the people of the
South are accustomed to frequently re-
mark:. While I dislike to discuss this un-
profitable subject, which has been repeated-

Bishop ‘Part of Eritish Columbia Does Not
.~ Favor Goidless Education,

(Eﬁgc;uver, B.C., Oct. 26.—At a ses-

Syndd, Diocesé of New Westminster,
held :in Christ Church at this place,
Bishop Dart referred pointedly to the
fact that the stipend he was in receipt
of was insufficient, His Lordship said:
“T had sent me what seemed to be an
official statement, before coming here,
which showed me that I might count
upon an income sufficient, with rigid
economy, to live upon, but the income
has never approached the point indi-
cated.” A suggestion was made that
the salary attached to the Archdeacon-
ate revert to His Lordship.

Referring to religious teaching In
Public schools, His Lordship sald that
the Bishop of Columbia and the Synod
of the Diocese, as well as himself, were
desirous of amending the system of
godless education. He continued :
“An effort will be made to secure the
co-operation of other -religious comi-
munities in introducing some amount
of religious instruction into our com-
mon schools.” Arrangements might be
made in large towns, with ministers
who were so disposed, to have them
instruct their own children at stated
times during the school hours of the
week. The Bishop continues: “We
cannot allow it to be inferred from our
silence that we approve of a system
which tends to close God's revelation
to the hearts of our children, and
leave them in ignorance of the greatest
characters and the:most momentous
events in the history of humanity.”
