THE WORLD AND THE ORANGENEN.

The World is the object of much at-
tention from its evening contemporaries,
One of them last night charged us with
being to blame for the era of mining
development that has set in in Canada,
and another charged us with making an
unprovoked attack on the Orange Order,
becaunse we said Irishmen, whether of
the Nortly of Ireland or of the South,
should try and forget the feuds of the
past afid unite as brother Canadians. We
plead guilty to both charges. But we
ought, in justice to the Orange Order, to
say that we were incorrect in our state-
ment that it was not the Orangemen
who prevented the enactment of remedinl
legislation. It was Clarke Wallace, Dr,
Sproule.and Mr, MeNeil, three Orange-
men and members of the House, who,
more than anyome else, prevented the
now mnotorious remedial bill going
through, and, as a matter of fact, they
are the three Conservatives in the House
to-day who occupy the strongest and
most respected positions. But it is true
that that struggle did badly shatter the
order, Mr, Wallace, as Grand Master,
did not have his hands strengthened, as
he sheuld have had, by men who were
prominent in the grand lodge, and who
were all the time dickering with Mon-
tague and Birmingham to make Ornnge-
men endorse the bill, Nor did the two
Riordon papers give Mr. Wallace any
assistance, They dumped him on the
day of trial, But the cause of civil
rights trinmphed as against clerical coer-
clon, and to no order or to no body of
men is this so much due as to Clarke
Wallace and his colleagues in the House
and his brethren in the country who
stood by him, The Orange order is not
y any means a dead order, but has long

rs of usefulness before it.

THE POSSIBILITIES OF CANADA UNDER
PREFERENTIAL TRADE.

The annual consumption of wheat in
Great Britain and Ireland is placed by
The National Review at twenty-eight
million quarters, or two hundred and
twenty-four million bushels, Of this
amount forty million bushels is supplied
by the United Kingdom itself, und
thirty-two millions by the colonies, leav-
ing a shortage of one hundred and fitty-
two. million bushels to be supplied by
foreign countries, principally the United
States, Russia and Argentine. In order
to become independent of foreign na-
tions for its food supplies the British
Empire is called upon to produce the
one hundred and fifty-two million bush-
els of wheat that is consumed by 1the
residents of the British Isles over nnd
above what they themselves produce and:
what is supphied by Canada, Australia
and Indio. Thie Tmperial statesmen now

dn dondon will not have grasped the

sigifficance of the new Imperinl move-
ment unless they take counsel together
and devise a poliey that will have the
effect of causing this one hundred and
Qtty-two millions of wheat to be grown
in the colonies instead of in foreign
countries. We take it that the sta*oy-
men in the colonies are better quali-
fied to devise or suggest a policy of
this kind than are those of Great Bri-
tain, We in Canada know the agricul-
tural possibilities of this country bettor
than the people of Rngland, and it
rests with us to take the initiative und
atrhow lwhat Canada is prepared to do
owards supplying the shortage in Gre
Britain's food supply, An lmmlxratl:r:
pamphlet, just issued hy the Westorn
Canada Immigration Board, furnishes
facts and statisties upon which a policy
for making the Empire self-contained,
as far as its food supplies are concern-
ed, ean easily be founded. We learn
from the pamphlet that the twenty-five
thousand farmers of Manitoba prodused
sixtythree million bushels of wheat
during the sensons of 1804, 1895 and
1806, or an average of twenty-one mil-
lion bushels n year. If these twenty-
five thousand farmers were inereased to
two hundred thousand farmers, Manitoha
nione could supply Great Britain's de-
ficlency in wheat and flour, A bold,
aggressive policy would soon make Great
Britain completely independent of all
fcreign countries, not only in the supply
of wheat, but of all kinds of farm pro-
duce, including butter, cheese and meat,
A small preferential duty in faver of
colonial produce is the key-note of the
new Impertal policy, {If Manitoba s
not large enough to absotb the number
of farmers that will be nelesgary ‘o
supply the Empire’s wheat shortage the
Nerthwest and the older provinces, with
their millions of acres of unoceupicd
iand, are available, and between them
all Canada could easily supply twice
as much wheat as Great Britain coa-
sumes, The pamphlet shows that the
products of Manitoba in 1806 amountml
to $18,000,000, or an average of over
$700 for each farmer in the province,
This is pretty fair evidence that Mnani-
toba is a country where farming pays,
We have submitted to us in the pamph-
let the evidence of scores of farme.s
who have succeeded in Manitoba and
the Territories, Most of them state
they went ‘into the country without a
eent and are now in very fair circam-
stances, We select a sample letter:

Samuel Martin says he settled at
Rounthwaite, Central Manitoba, in 1881,
His capital consisted of sixpence, Now
he has 445 acres under cultivation; 300
n wheat, 100 in oats, 40 in barley, and
B in other grain. He has 8 horses, 52
cattlp, 28 swinpg 100 poultry. His
house he values at $300, his stable at

Manitoba, with 25,000 farmers, pro-
duces 21,000,000 bushels of wheat.

These farmers have been successtal
: past conditions, which are more
unfavorable than those which now ex-
ist or will exist in the future.

There iw room in Manitoba and the
Territories for a million farmers suzh
as they have in Manitoba. 4

Canada can .easily produce all the
wheat required for Great Britain and
all its’ other food supplies.

A slight preferential duty on colonial
produce would have the effect of mak-
ing the Empire scli-contained in the
matter of food supplies,”

Preferential trade is clearly the pol-
fey for the Mother Land and the col-
omfes. Preferential trade is the coming
Imperial policy.

A NUCKSTERING SPIRIT.

There was point and pungency in the
gentenee that was spoken on June 11 by
the Hon. Mr. Turner, Premier of the

Colony of Victoria, at the United Empire.

'Prade League dinner, “Make your of-
fer,” said he, “and the colonies will wel-
come it in no huckstering spirit.” "This
was said to an assemblage of BEnglish
entlemen, many of them engaged in
gulneu, and all tavorable to the estab-
lishment of preferential trade with the
colonies, The last phrase in the sen-
tence was evidently intended to recall
the celebrated remarks of Mr. Chamber-
lain in his speech of June 9 last yehr,
at the third Congress of the Chambers
of Commerce of the Empire, and which
are here quoted: “We know how strenu.
ously the colonies cling to their own in-
dependence, to their own initiative. 1t
they desire, as we desire, and as we
believe they 'do, thik closer union--if
they are willing to make some sacrifice
of their present arrangements and con-
victions to secure it—let them say so.
Tet the offer come voluntarily from
them, and I believe it will be considered
in this country, not in any huckstering
spirit, but that it will be entertained as
part of a great policy, which is intended
to-unite in the closest bonds of affection
and of interest all the communities which
are under the British flag, and all the
stbjects of Her Majesty throughout the
world,”

What do the Colonial Secretary and
the Premier of Victoria mean by a
“ huckstering spirit”? No doubt the
spirit of the peddler, of the petty bar-
gainer, who beclouds with a multitude
of words the defeets of his wares, just
as the diplomatist is said to use langnage
to conceal his thoughts., We have ns
little fear as the authorities above men-
tioned that the methods of the retail
dealer will cause any difficulty in such
commercinl negotiations as may become
possible between the Mother Country
and her coloniesw There is, however,
a spirit much more to by dreaded in such
matters than that of t| uckster, We
refer to the spirit of the monopolist, of
the large capitalist, who believes that
he has the upper hand, and who thinks
that all he has to do is to wait callously
and stolidly until other less fortunate
people come to his terms, It is he who
most frequently uses the words: “Make
me an offer,” rejeets it readily when
made and does not trodble himself nbout
making .any counter-proposition, e is
content to let the negotiations drag un-
til the necessities of the borrower or
the seller compel him to make such
sacrifices as to render the bargain an
undoubtedly profitable one to the man
of money.

The policy of England towards her
colonies in commercial matters (hnt we
are glad to say in these alone) has been
lenvened not a little by this spirit of the
self-sufficient capitalist during the last
fitty years. Owing to the dominance of
the free trading, or rather free importing,
party, the feeling of relationship in race
and interest with thé colonial empire
was suppressed, The canny Scot used
to say: “It's no’ lost what a frien’ gets,”
but under the influence of free tradeism,
Scot, Southron and Celt beeame as cold
as codfish to their eolonial brethren, The
¢olonies were turned adrift commercially
in 1846, Then certain differential duties
in favor of her own possessions were
abolished by England, and the last ves-
tiges of the “colonial system’’ destroyed,
But Canada was, at the same time, au-
thorized to remodefiliér customs duties,
This, in the cou of time, was done
with such effect o to materially advance
our induktrial and commercial interests,
Nevertheless, it can be said safely that
Canada has at no time been unwilling
to re-establish the old closer commereial
relationship with the Mother Country.
It was at all times ready to extend the
benefits of the National Policy to Eng-
land, or rather to widen the National
Policy into an Imperinl Policy, and es-
tablish an Imperinl Commercial Policy.

This is proved by the persistent efforts
of our Government during the past
twelve years to rid the empire of the
incybus on its commercinl freedom
caused by the German and Belgian trea-
ties, the abrogation of which hud fto
take place before any offers of commer-
cial preference could be made, or, at any
rate, considered. What these offers
were likely to be was made sufficiently
clear by the resolutions of the Ottawa
Conference of 1804, There, the voice
of the colonies was heard as never be-
fore, and in a manner which eannot be
repeated very readily, or whenever it
pleases a Colonial Secretary to demand
common action on their part. Yet Lord
Ripon declined the propositions then
made, and Mr, Chamberlain, instead of
reconsidering the decision of his prede-
cessor and making a counter-proposal, 15

THE PROPOSED AUSTRALIAN SENATE.

The Australians are now wrestling

tion. We learn through The New York
Post that the convention decided that
the Commonwealth should be a federa-
tion under the Crown, with a Governor-
(General nominated by the Queen, and
that its Legislature should consist of two
houses—the Senate, representing the
States as such, and the House of Rep-
resentatives, representing the people of
the States. The great struggles of the
convention arose over the constitution
and powers of the Senate, Some of the
delegates from the larger colonies wish-
ed to have the members chosen upon a
population basis, but those from the
smaller States were unanimous in stat-
ing that if this principle was adopted,
and unless equal representation for each
State was granted, they would not come
in, and federation would thus be impos-
sible, The latter gained the day, and it
was decided that each 'State should
have six Senaters, three of whom should
retire every three years. In this deci-
sion the Constitution of the United
States afforded a partial precedent, and
the fame of its Senate was largely quot-
ed in favor of the equal representation
system. But in the method of electing
Senators a departure was made, and it
was decided that they be elected by the
people direct in one eonstituency of the
whole colony. The House of |
sentatives will be elected on a popula-
tion basis, but there shall be as nearly
as possible two members of this House
to every one in the Senate, and it is ex-
pected fhat this basis will give about
one member to every 50,000 inhabitants,
The voting for both houses will be un-
der manhood suffrage, with only one
vote for each elector, |

The Senate is the weakest part of
Canada’s legisjative machinery, Instead
of affording a model for the Australians
to copy from we may find ourselyes be-
fore long remodeling our Senate accord-
ing tq, the Australian system.
