DAWSON AGAIN SCORCHED.

Half a Millon Dollars Said to Have
Gone Up in Smoke a Week
Age Yesterday.

Vietoria; B.C., Jan, 17.—A large part of
the business portion of Dawson City was
burned last Wednesday night. The loss ex-
ceeds half a‘ million dollars, according to
a brief despatch received at Skaguay late

on' wmm':& y night last.

The steamer Farallon brought the news
to Skaguay before the details were receiv-
ed. Much suffering must have followed the
tire, as the temperature at Dawson was 40
degrees below zero, with the wind blowing
to make matters worse, The city had been
enitirely without its regular water supply
for two weeks, The city mains, having
hurriedly been put in two years ago, were
worn out in places. In consequence the
pumping plant was shut down about Christ-
mas, leaving the city dependent upon its
o!d method of hauling water from the Yu-
kon River. Between Dec. 1 and 20, eigh-
téen fires occurred at Dawson, all beiag
caused by overheated flues. Wednesday
night's fire was stated to be under control |
when the steamer left Skaguay.
