Once more in the course of its suc­
cessful career the firm of R. H. and J.

OFFICERS LIABLE TO 
DRAFT IN THE RANKS

OTTAWA, Sept. 7.—The large num­
ber of senior officers in England who 
were surplus to requirements, led to 
the issue of an order some time ago by 
Lieut.-Gen. Sir Richard Turner, com­
manding the Canadian forces in the 
British Isles, giving the e officers the 
option of reverting to the rank of 
lieutenant or returning to Canada. 
This order was issued because the de­
mands from the front for officers above 

i the rank of lieutenant are comparative- 
I ly few, and unattach senior officers 
I in :
1 time before being call to the firing 
line..

The order provided that all senior 
officers over 40 years of age, unless 
possessed of special qualifications or 
proven physically fit, should return to 
Canada without the option of revert- 
ing to the rank of lieutenant it was 
provided that there should be no de- 
crease in the amount of their separa­
tion allowances.

An official of the mimia department 
states that in the event of a senior 
officer refusing to accept the lower 
rank and returning to Canada, he 
woula be liable to service under the 
military service act. Any man, no 
matter whether he had gone overseas 
or not, if he had not actually seen ser 
vice at the front and been discharged, 
would be liable under the act.
