COBALT, June 8. — Murder is the
charge which has grown out of am
altercation in a camp at Iroquois Falls
last Saturday night. One man i dead
and three are held in custody, one of
whom is charged with the murder.
Fritz Young, 50 years of age, from
Stanhope, Que., is the victim, and T.
S. Wright is accused of being his slayer.

Young was in charge of three boats
tuking supplies down the Abitibi, He
took away three boats, but returned in
the evening with only one. This gave
oftence to T. S. Wright, the foreman,
and there were some hot words ex-
changed.

Brisson, Quinn and Morris were all
present at the tent at the time,.A gen-
eral scrimmage ensued, in wh.ic}: Young
was fatally stabbed in the abdomen.
‘A very heavy rain began to fall, and
the men wrapped the wounded man up
in blankets, put him in a boat- and
started down the river for McDougall's
Chutes about 9 o'clock at night, After
they got up the river about five miles
they decided to camp for the night, and
left Young, who was in terrible agony,
wrapped up in the boat, Next morn-
ing Young was dead. { *
