The potato crop has a checkered his-
tory this year. Ontario suffered from a
wet epring and dry summer. Added
to this, bugs were most persevering.
Consequently, the potato yield of On-

tario is likely to be much below the
average.

But Ontario does not supply her own
tables, having to import quantities
from the States and from New Bruns-
wick, While the crop in the Maritime
Provinces is reported fair, the crop on
the whole thru the United States |is
much below the average. Late pota-
toes are, in many cases, a total fail-
ure.

Reports from Montana, Texas, Iowa
and Wisconsin tell of total failures in

nesota and Michigan report conditions
only fair.

A large acreage was planted in On-
tario last spring, but owing to wet and
drought alternating, along with the ra-
vages of bugs, the yleld:in many places
will be a total fallure. Some fields are
reported to The World as plougherd
up, and others not returning the seed.
Fifty to one hundred bushels ‘will be
considered a good yield this year.
Prices will have to be better this year
or before the winter ends.

THE BEAN CROP

Good Prices and Fair Returns Expect-
ed in Ontario.

Beans are a good price at present in
Ontario. They are likely to remain
high of activity in railroad, mining
and land operations continue during
the winter as indications now would
signify,

The largest part of our beans are
grown in Kent County. The crop this
year promises to be as good as the
averaae,

Some beans are grown in the other
coi nties. These are only on the small
scale by each farmer. As a rule white
beans command bigger prices and so
are grown more largely. However,
the California yellow bean is regard-
ed by connoisseurs as far the most
excellent eating. Requiring two chang-
es of water in the cooking has some-
what deciced against it but it will cook
more quickly and is a better flavor
than the white bean,

J. Goodall of Toronto reports that
the bean market at present is stiff.

John Fisher of Church, reports that
the acreage in Ontario is larger than
last year. Prices to the farmers at
present he quotes at $1.50 and $1.60 per
bushel.

While Kent has had a monopoly of
the bean growing, the acreage this
year is spreading. Mr. MclIntosh of
Port Union, York County has as large
field which he is harvesting at pre-
sent His yleld. will be good. They
gathered them into windrows with a
side-delivery horse rake, and it work-
ed well,

There were twenty carloads of live
stock arrived on the market, besides the
exporters left over from Monday’'s mar-
ket.

The buyers of export cattle report:a
heavy shrinkage in past shipments, .and
lay the blame on the drovers, who bring
their cattle to the market on Baturday
night, and Sunday morning feeding meal
and bkay, until sold, the result being that
the cattle in many instances become
over-filled and weigh as heavy or: heavier
when sold than  when they left the
farms. This course pursued by the drovers
is, to say the least, not encouraging to
the buyers, be they butchers or exporters,
but especially the latter. It was stated
on the market that two or three of the
buyers had decided to quit the market
until this mode of feeding the cattle is
abandoned by the drovers. {

Buyers were determined to buy the cat-
tle cheaper to make up for the over-
feeding, and consequent shrinkage, and
the sellers were equally determined to
maintain the prices paid last week, and
this state of affairs caused trade to be
slow. The highest price quoted to-day for
export steers was $6.20.
