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London, June 6—The International 
Horse Show opened at Olympia this after­
noon. It will continue through ten days.
Although lacking the royal patronage to 
which it has o*ed so much in the past, it 
has been anticipated with peculiar inter­
est as one of the few events of a season 
that has been robbed of the usual gaiety 
because of the mourning for the late king.

A large crowd was at the opening to see 
the wonderfully decorated hall, which is a 

spectacle in itself, and the horses 
housed in stalls lined with vari-coiored 
cloths and embellished with the prizes won 
at former ehowa.

The Americans have not sent so many 
horses as list year, but they are well rep­
resented. Walter Winans again heads the 
list in the number and variety of entries, 
his exhibits appearing in almost very class, 
from Shetland ponies to hunters. Judge 
Moore, who made such an excellent rec­
ord last year, capturing many of the big 
prizes, is ^ good second, having entered 
forty horses .chiefly in the harness classes, 
including two coaching teams. C. W. Wat­
son has twenty, • horses entered; Xavier 
Ryant has again, entered Jubilee, the hunt­
er holding the Ôlympi* record; Paul -Cra- 
vath will compété in the jumping events;
Mise L. Long, of Kansas, has entered a 
trotter ,and Edwin H. Weatherbee, has a 
team of five American-bred hunters.

New York, June 8—Two firemen were 
killed and more than a score were over­
come by stifling fumes in fighting & stub­
born warehouse fire near the! Hudson River 
front today.

Ten of the firemen overcome were caught 
in a back draught on the fourth floor of 
the building. Two men, who managed to 
avoid the worst of the burst of flame and 
dense smoke, screamed from a window for 
help. Ladders were raised and the un­
conscious men carried down.
Timothy Coter died on the sidewalk after 
having been carried from an Upper floor 
where he had laine unconscious for more 
than an hour in a pool of water.

Fireman William Healy was taken out 
of the building dead. Three of the injured 
firemen are in a hospital in a serious condi­
tion.

The fire was in the five-story building 
at 110-116 Washington street, occupied by 
the Free Storage Bonded warehouse. The 
loss is estimated at $75,000. Adjoining tene­
ment buildings were hurriedly emptied as 
the tire assumed a dangerous aspect, but 
the flames were confined to the warehouse 
structure. Fire boats on the river hurried 

* to the scene and their crews gave material 
aid ip fighting the blaze.

The dangerous character of the fire be­
came apparent when the first of the men 
entered the building with hose. A large 
part of the contents of the warehouse con- 

, sisted of liquors, analine dyes and twine 
and the noxious fumes from these burn­
ing substances caused tiw fire fighters to 
drop by the dozen. It was only by heroic 
work that their companions saved the un­
conscious men.

wealthy and prominent families who ar­
rived on the S. S. Lusitania were detained 
on charges of attempted smuggling, and all 
their baggage and $4,000 worth of dia­
monds were taken from them to be held 
pending an investigation by the customs 
department. The women are:—

The council of. the board of trade at 
a meeting held this morning adopted the 
report of the advertising committee re­
commending that a fund of $10,000 be rais­
ed by subscription from the citizens and 
the common council.

purpose; Des Moines, Iowa, which has a 
fund of $120,000 pledged, and many other 
cases that could be cited; and

Whereas, the development of this city 
and port in recent years, and the expec­
tations « now reasonably entertained for a 
greater St. John in the near future war­
rant the advisability of energetic efforts 
being put forth to make the most of 
these opportunities; therefore

Resolved, that the Board of Trade shall 
institute, as soon as possible, an active

that the British scientific expedition to 
explore the Great Snow Mountains in 
Dutch New Guinea-, discovered, at an 
elevation of 2,000 feet, a trij>e of pygmy 
people, whose average height is about 4 
feet 3 inches, and who undoubtedly be­
long to that division of the human race 
known as negritos. Heretofore these peo­
ple have been known to inhabit only 
three widely separated areas, viz., the 
Andaman Islands in the Bay of Bengal, 
the northern portion of the Malay Pen­
insula, where they are known as Srnangs, 
and certain areas in the Phillippine Is­
lands, in particular the northern Island 
of Luzon.

The possible occurrence of the negritos 
in the Paupan sub-region, has been the 
subject of much discussion, and the view 
that they did not occurr there has been 

I widely accepted by anthropologists. The 
present discovery will account for the 
presence of various anomalous races in 
the remote parts of the other Sunda 
Islands.

Iditarod City, Alaska, June 1, via Kal- 
tag, Alaska, June 6—Three hundred and 
fifty prospectors, the first party of etam- 
peders to reach the new Iditarod gold 
fields have arrived from Fairbanks after 
a three weeks’ trip down the Yukon river.

All say that the stampede will be tlie 
greatest since the famous rush to the 
Klondike thirteen years ago, but many 
old-time gold seekers are pessimistic oVer 
the prospects for gettjng sudden wealth 
from the gravel along the banks of the 
Innoko and Iditarod Rivers.

Estimates place the number of prospec­
tors who will arrive during the early sum­
mer at 5,000. Many say that the sum­
mer camp will not support more than 
1,000 miners, as only seven miles of pay 
dirt has been found, and that none is ex­
traordinary.

It is believed that at least half of those 
in the main camp. Iditarod City will turn 
back to the Kuskowill, where they expect 
to build a camp, fifty miles across the di­
vide. .

At present Iditarod City consists of a 
few cabins. No wharf has been built and 
freight is dumped on the ground.
