HARRY' GREB WAS
SURPRISE OF YEAR

The Middlewcxght Champ-
ion Took On Allcomers
During Year,

New York, Oct. 7.—Two ring cham-
pions, who "~ were sitting with the
mighty of the ring this time last year,
have passed on. Joe Lynch went in the
orthodox manner when he was defeated
by Abe Goldstein and dropped his ban-
tamweight chdmpionship. Johngy-Dun-
dee went out by the novel m&hod of
resigning as the featherweight cham-
pion.

The list of dethroncd champlons was
spared of several more entries because
the titleholders refused fo fight. .

Mike McTigue, who bcat the colored
Battling Siki in Dublin on St. Pat-
rick’s Day and became the world's
light- heavyweight champion, retained
his title by fighting in the safe terri-
tory of the no-decision lands. Mike was
given on€ good beating' by Yotng
Stribling in Newark, buf the referee
didn’t have the authonty to hold up a
hand and Mike left with his tltle, a
good purse, and a nice “shiner.”

Pancho ' Villa, the “flyweight cham:
pion, avoided the loss 'of his title by
taking a deliberate run-out on Frankie
Genaro, the little American ‘champion,
who had beaten him three times be-
fore he won the title. Villa was Incky
in- winning ' the' championship, because
he was one step ahead of Genaro in
getting a fight with the feeble Jimmy
Wilde, and he js refaining the title by
keeping one stép ahead of little Frankie
in a fast run.

“Benny Leonard didn’t lose his light-
weight championship. He didn’t fight.
He did have one bout with Pal Moran
in Philadelphia, but he didn’t make the:
weight and he busted a finger that
caused him to blow $150,000 by being!
“forced” to call off .the scheduled fight
with Mickey Walker.

For some reason, Leonard didn’t
want to fight Walker, although he was
in no danger of losing his tli:?e Leonard
said that le hurt his finger, but others
said he foind out he couldn’t nfhke the
welterweight limit.
