“The aircraft activity has been 
siderable along the whole of the front. 
A kite balloon and four enemy machines 
were downed by two British aviators.”

Vienna, May 19—(Via London)—

“Reciprocal reconnoitering activity on 
the Tyrolean west front and the Vincen- 
zian mounUins led to fighting favorable 
to us.

Feardar O’Houri- 
hane and James O’Brien, editor and 
manager of the SHbbereen Southern 
Star, also are in custody.

“It is very necessary that this be done,” 
the Times continues, “if only to dispel 
the clouds of sensational rumor which 
gathered last week. The arrests are only 
the preliminary steps, and the govern­
ment will be well advised to disclose at 
the earliest time the substance of the evi­
dence on which they were made, and to 
follow them up with formal processes.

“Unnecessary delay would be a real 
misfortune. Thousands of Irish dupes 
should know immediately by unques­
tionable proof that they are unwitting 
instruments of a movement supported by 
German gold. It is natural to suppose 
that men who find they had been duped 
will be eager to wipe out the stain on 
Ireland’s fair name.
What London Papers Say

London, May 20—(Via Reuters Lim­
ited)—The Daily Chronicle urges the 
government to bring the principal pris­
oners into open court immediately and 
prove their guilt ; or, if this is inadvis­
able, for military or international rea­
sons, at least to expedite publication of 
the material facts to counter the im­
putation that it is being actuated by 
political motives by showing that there 
is good foundation for charging con­
spiracy.

The Morning Post says the arrests 
constitute an excellent step, if only a 
step, toward re-establishment of a firm 
government in Ireland.
