His Honor here said that to him the 

statute appeared futile, as he could- see 
no difference between transactions of that 
kind and a bucket shop. The delivery of 
a $15,000,000 worth of cotton to 
making a‘ couple of thousand dollars a year 
seemed ridiculous, and yet he supposed 
there was a certificate for actual stock, 
held by the broker in New York or some 
qne, making a substance-for the • transac­
tion. But he could see no real difference 
between these transactions and bucket 
shop transactions.

Mr. Powell said that bucket shop tran­
sactions were all imaginary and there was 
no pretence at delivery. It was sito 
betting on the market. Continuing, he 
contended that to the public, the branch 
bank was opened, and conducted to do and 
transact business in the same manner as 
the head office, and the amount was with­
in the discretion of the banking officer 
in charge. Now, it was trifling with a 
man’s conscience, and a play on words, 
to ask him to point out a difference be­
tween allowing an overdraft, and certifying 
a check, where there were no funds for 
payment of the check. It was a difference 
without a distinction -and allowing an 
overdraft was permitted. So it was in the 
ordinary scope of business to certify a 
check without funds, and $10,000 in bank­
ing business was a relatively small check.

Mr. Nesbitt had argued that, according 
to the bank act, the directors had control 
of the bank's business.
