Canada’s picked detachment of men
who are to mount guard over the
buildings of the Dominion and of the
Canadian railways at the forthcoming
British Empire Exposition at Wembley
Park, near London, Eng., are also to
embark on the Melita.

The detachment consists of ten men
of the Royal Canadian Mounted Police,
who will appear at Wembley in the
tull glory of their smart scarlet tunics,
black breeches with the yellow cavalry
strips, brown top boots, and broad-
brimmed Stetson hats, a striking uni-
form for soldier figures. )

The detall is composed of one officer,
one sergeant, one corporal and seven
constables. Of the ten, six are Cana-
dlan born, two first saw the light of
day in England, one in Australia and
one in Belgium.

Officer’s Fine Record,

The officer in command of the de-
tachment is Inspector C. H. Hill, from
the Lethbridge station of the Southern
Alberta division. Inspector Hill was
born in Australia, educated in England
and came to Canada in 1908. The in-
spector stands 6 feet 3 inches in his
stocking feet, is straight and broad-
shouldered, clear-eyed, fair-headed, sun-
tanned, a Viking type. Inspector Hill’s
service with the force dates from the
days of the old R. N. W. M. P. Join-
ing as a constable at Regina, in 1908,
he became successively, corporal, ser-
geant, sergant-major and inspector.
For six years he saw strenuous service
in the Yukon, after which he was
transferred to Alberta and British Co-
lumbia. He saw service in France with
the 49th Battalion, making his own
way to England after having to drop
his captain’s commission in the 191st
Calgary Infantry Battalion, which was
broken up and taken to England in
drafts. In France he was twice wound-
ed, at Arras and at Coutrai, and at the
former place won the Military Medal
for leading a successful bomb{ng raid
on an enemy trench. He returned to
Canada, was demobilized in 1919 and
rejoined the force at Ottawa as a staff-
sergeant, but within a month was
transferred to the Vancouver station
as a commissioned officer, an inspector.
