MR. BLAIR AND THE SUN-

We publish to-day for general infor-
mation the speeches delivered by Mr.
Blair and Mr. Wilson at Stanley on the
political questions which concern the
Provincial government. The Bun this
morning in an editorial accuses Mr.
Blair of being ‘“‘unyeracious” in his
speech, because he said with reference
to stumpage reduction that Mr. Stevens
in his newspaper, the Times, “denounced
the stumpage tax as an onerous and
exorbitant tax and in the House he
was delegated to visit Northumber-
land and assure the members that the
opposition would go further in the way
of reduction than the government could
possibly do.” On this the Sun makes the-
following comment:— c

Now the fact is that Mr. Stevens in-
stead of making the above statement in
the house made exactly the opposite
statement. He declared plainly that he
had not been deputed to go to Northum-
berland, and that he had not made any
such position as that alleged. Mr.
Blair's Stanley speech is further report-
ed: “Mr. Btockton and Alward assured
Mr. Burchill that the party would con-
cede their demands, and as Mr. Burchill
has stated, they were willing to pledge
themselves not only to reduce the stump-
age to 80 cents but to also take off half
the mile, and renew the ten years
leases without competition,” 'This
statement is as untrue as the
other.  Neither Mr. Stockton nor
Mr. made any such proposi-
tion to Mr. Burchill, and Mr. Burch-
ill, who is mnow a supporter of
Mr. Blair. has not said in public, and
we are convinced has not said in private
that they did. We are, morever, con-
vinced that Mr. Burchill will not, if ask-
ed, assent to Mr. Blair's account of his
statements because Mr. Burchill will not
allow himself to go on record as affirm.
ing what he knows to_be contrary of the
fact. ‘In every way, Mr B
adds, ‘the o; tion comnm.ted ‘them-
selves to this line of action.’” In making
these statements Mr. Blair is not ‘only
incorrect but he is proved to be mcomct

The Sun does not deny that during the
election Mr. Stevens’ paper, the Moncton
Times, denounced the stumpage tax as
an onerous tax.

Mr. Stevens
was in his place in the House when this
was said and did not contradict Mr.
O’Brien. Mr. Stevens in his speech in
the same debate said that when he went
‘to Nortuumberland to see the members
elected for that county he stated to them
that the opposition would go farther -in
the way of reduction than the govern-
ment could possibly go. He also stated
in the same speech, that he was author- |
ized by the opposition to say thisand he
emphasized his remark by stating that
this was the extent of his authority.
The Sun very dishonestly omitted
from its columns the official
report of Mr. Stevens, speech
which was damaging to the opposition,
proving as it did, the hypocritical and
deceptive course they had pursued. But
the best proof that the opposition are
committed to stumpage reduction is to
be found in the columns of the Sun it-
self, which, in an editorial published on
the 31st January, said that it had from
the first supported the demands of the
lumbermen.. As the demands of the
lumbermen were for a reduction of the
stumpage to 80 cents there is no doubt
that Mr. Stevens was authorized to offer
this reduction to the ,Northumberland
men in the event of them assisting in
the formation of a new government.

THE PARSON'S PIPE.TO BE PROSCRIBED.

At a late session cf the Methodist con-
ference now being held at Montreal some
consternation was occasioned by the in-
troduction of a resolution by Mr.J. H.
Carson lo the effect that every member
occupying any official position, lay or
clerical, in the Methodist church shall
be required to abstain from the use of
tobacco in any form; that in the event of
this motion being adopted the committee
on discipline be instructed to prepare
the necessary legislation required to
give effect to the resolution. We are
not acquainted with Mr, Carson person-
ally, but it isto be presumed that his
mind runs in the same groove
as that of the old lady who counsell-
ed her son never to go nmear
the water until Lc had learmed how
to swim. Of course the lay and clerical
officials of the. Methodist church do not
make use of tobacco, a plant which we
are informed is more demoralizing in its
effects than whiskey, and is quite as
active an agent of the adversary of souls
as opium and its kindred drugs. In the
introduction of this resolution Mr.
Carson_must have contemplated a de-
liberate insult to the large and represent-
ative body of which he is a member, or
his ideas must have been in the befogged
state of the old lady before spoken of,
for we would suppose it not less likely
that a lay or clerical official of the
Methiodist church would tamper with
this soul destroying agent, than that the
youth would learn how to swim before
going nearthe water. But after all, it
may be that Mr. Carson knew what he
was talking about, for we are told that “a
ministerial delegate bad been noticed
chewing tobacco during a committee
meeting.” For the honor of the de-

ring to the fact of his having been ap-
pointed chairman of the Leary commit-
tee,and that his rulings as chairman
had been attacked by the Opposition,
he said the appointment was not of his
own seeking, nor had there been any
objection taken at the time, to his act~
ing in that capacity. The Speaker had
stated to the House that he would ap=:

He dwelt . on the enlighten-
ed policy which the Government had
exhibited in dealing with the agricultur-
al and other administrative interests of
the country, and contrasted what they
had done with “the absence
of any policy propounded by the
opposition, except the policy of scandal.
He closed a very forcible and interest-
ing speech of an hour and a half amid
applause.

At the
close of the session of ’89, his govern-
ment had only lost the support of two
members, and these had gone into oppo-
sition, because of the refusal of the gov-
ernment to embark in enother large
railway subsidy scheme.
