THE COST OF FLOUR.

One of the dishonest canvasses of the
Liberal party is that flour is now more
costly in Canada than it would be under
unrestricted reciprocity. Lt-Col. Dom-
ville, we understand, is carrying a ban-
ner around Kings Cq,, with 75 cents on
it, to indicate to the honest farmers of
that section that they would save that
sum on each barrel of flour if they only
bad ugrestricted reciprocity. It is
a pity that such misleading and
untruthful statements should
be made for as a matter of fact Cana-
dian flour is cheaper in St. John at the
present time than American flonr would
be if it had to pay no duty. In proof
of this we submit the following com-
parative table of the cost of Canadian
flour in St. Jobn and of American flour
of the same grade, duty free. This
table has been prepared by a 8t. John
importer and we challenge any friend
of unrestricted reciprocity to dispute the
correctness of the figures.

In the latter
years of the treaty our exports increased
because the war withdrew ohe million
able bodied men in the United States
from industrial occupations and there
was an enormous demand for produce bf
all kinds. But such a state of things is
not likely to be repeated. When we
come to imports, however, we find a.very
different state of affaizs. Our imports
from the United States in 1860 and in
1889 were as follows:—

The true inwardness of these figures
will be better understood by placing the
imports and exports together for the pur-
poses of comparison in the two years
named.

The meaning of the above figures is
plain. They show that under the old
reciprocity treaty New Brunswick im-
ported three times as much from the
United States as she exported to that
countyy while under the high tariff in
force in 1889 our exports to the United
States were larger than our imports
from that country. Could there be a
more conclusive proof than these figures
that unrestricted reciprocity is not essen-
tial to the growth of our trade with the
United States, and that under it the
Americans would get much the best of
the bargain.

No comfort is to be found in the re-
cent disaster to the republican party in
the United States.

Any reader of the Telegraph who did
not have access to the blue books which
contain the tables of the trade and navi-
gation of Canada might easily be de-
ceived into the belief that the exports
published above, included all our exports
to Great Britain and that our exports to

the United States exceeded those to

inference which it was the desire of the
Telegraph to convey without Fotih
saying so. What will the honest read-
ors of the Telegraph say when they
learn that to make out a case against
British trade thatdishonestand foolish
journal has actually omitted from its
comparisons the largest item of the
products of Canada, viz., animals and
their produce, which almost restossiigghe
balance.

What are the people of 8t. John to
think of the scandalous dishonesty of a
paper which thus seeks to conceal the
truth and which for the purpose of giving
point to a political argument suppresses
the record of about $24,000,000 worth of
Canadian trade. The British market,
although 3,000 miles away is a good
market for our products and isever open
tous. Butthe disloyal and mercenary
Grits desire to close the
markets of Canada to British
goods and open our markets freely to
the goods of the United States. And
the Telegraph, the paper once edited by
William Elder, assists this attempt by
falsifying figures and by concealing
the truth.

You are quite right in assuming that
the statement in the letter enclosed in
your note of today is untrue. I am not
in favor of unrestricted reciprocity or
anything of the kind. I am well enough
acquainted with the tradeand industries
of Canada to know that unrestricted
