Berlin, Dec, II.—The Courier, the 
leading stock exchange organ, con­
siders It the duty of the German press 
to draw the attention of the public 
from time to time to the fact that the 
tariff war between Germany and Can­
ada Is still proceeding, and that the 
war Is far from beneflttlng either 
party, and Is doing serious damage to 
German trade. It greets the recent 
formation of ’ the German Economic 
Association for the furtherance of com­
mercial relations between the two 
countries as an excellent basis for the 
renewal of negotiations or the conclu­
sion of a commercial treaty which it 
not now pushed forward energetically 
all hope may be burled.

The paper points out the value of Ger­
many's export trade with Canada, and 
gives figures showing the decline since 
1903 as a result of the Canadian surtax. 
The value of Germany’s Imports from 
Canada has average during the five 
years ending with 1907 little more than

development of Canada, the Courier 
adds, she requires an enormous amount 
of Industrial products which cannot be 
supplied at home. As matters stand 
Germany can hope to participate to 
only a very modest extent to supplying 
these growing needs.

"It Is a matter of urgent necessity 
that all obstacles to the way of the 
conclusion of a German-Canadian com­
mercial treaty should be overcome as

CONVICTION IN FAMOUS

’FRISCO GRAFT CASE
following statement:

“My attention has been called to a 
statement Issued by the editor of the 
Indianapolis News, in which he at­
tempts to reply to the charges by 
President Roosevelt that certain state­
ments to the Indianapolis News and 
relating to the purchase of the Panama 
canal by the United States were false 
and untrue. The editor of the News In 
his reply stated that ‘the other men, 
such as Cromwell and Morgan, who 
were believed to have full knowledge 
in regard to the business, said nothing,’ 
and he attempts to Justify the ■ publi­
cation of the statements appearing to 
his paper by saying that they were 
based largely on statements of the 
New York World, criticisms of which 
were made over and over again dur­
ing the campaign and were utterly 
ignored until to-day. The reply of the 
editor of the News furnishes another 
proof of the justice of the president’s 
characterizations, for in this very 
Journal under whose skirts It now takes 
refuge, namely, the New York World 
of October 3rd, 1908, appears an explicit 
and unqualified denial by me of the 
story referred to, and to which I use 
the following language:

“ ‘Neither I nor anyone allied with 
me, bought, sold, dealt In, or made a 
penny of profit out of any stocks, 
bonds or other securities of the old 
Panama canal company.

“ ‘Neither did I make a stogie dol­
lar out of the 340,000,000 paid for same.

“ ‘Not one dollar of It ever came to 
me or any one to any way connected 
with me—of course I do not refer to 
our regular compensation as counsel.’

“I wish to call attention to the fact 
that upon the first day of the hearing 
before the committee on inter-oceanic 
canals of the senate of the United 
States on February 10th, 1908, I volun­
tarily made an explicit and detailed 
statement showing how the $40,000,000 
was paid by the United States through 
Messrs. J. P. Morgan & Co., as their 
agents, to the Bank of France at 
Paris, for account of the new Panama 
canal company, and also explaining 
the subsequent payment of the/ full 
amount to the liquidators of’the new 
Panama canal company and to the 
liquidators of the old Panama canal 
company, who’ in turn distributed the 
same to their respective stock and 
bond holders, numbering hundreds of 
thousands of persons.

“The testimony taken by the senate 
committee is a public record and was 
available to the editors of the News 
and the World.

“No member of the Taft family or 
Mr. Douglas Robinson ever had the 
remotest connection with the Panama 
matter, directly' or indirectly, and I 
never saw one of them on this subject 
before the United States secured the 
canal. I never saw Mr. Douglas Rob­
inson In my life.

"The whole story of Americans or 
eome American syndicate buying up 
the Panama canal securities at a low 
price, or at any price, and then turn­
ing them in upon liquidation at a pro­
fit, Is a fiction and false conception.”

Mr. Cromwell’s statement was shown 
to Henry W. Taft, brother of the 
president-elect, and half-brother of 
Charles P. Taft, last night. He read It 
carefully and wrote the following 
statement: “Neither my brother
Charles nor I, nor any other member 
of our family, directly or indirectly, 
had any Interest in or made any profit 
from the purchase of the Panama can­
al by our government”

Roosevelt’s Determination.
Washington, Dec. 11.—“If they can 

be reached for criminal libel, I shall 
try to have them reached,” said 
President Roosevelt, to speaking yes­
terday afternoon about "those Ameri­
cans who have been guilty of infamous 
falsehoods concerning the acquisition 
of the property and the construction 
of the Panama canal Itself.’’

It was to the committee of one hun­
dred, of the Lakes-to-the-Gulf Deep 
Waterway Association, headed by 
Governor Deneen, of Illinois, who 
were received by the president at the 
White House, that he made tÿls de­
claration. Governor Deneen had pre­
sented a copy of the resolution 
adopted by the association and made 
a few remarks, to which the president 
replied In part as follows: 4

"I have felt that no more Important 
service could be rendered to this 
country than the building of the Pa­
nama canal, and I am j>roud that 
there has not been legitimate cause for 
the breath of scandal copnected with 
any feature of the proceedings.

"We have cause to be ashamed of 
a certain set of Americans in con­
nection with the canal, and that Is of 
those Americans who have been 
guilty of Infamous falsehoods concern­
ing the acquisition of the property 
and the construction of the canal It­
self. If . they can be reached for 
criminal libel, I shall try to have them 
reached. If not, at any rate all the' 
facts we know or ever have known are 
at the disposal of each aid every 
of you here and of any one In 
gyess—all congress.

Memphis. Tenn„ Dec. II.—“I shot 

them and that is all there is to It."
Beyond this, mumbled as be was be­

ing led to a cell at police headquarters, 
William Datura, a white man of this 
city, proffered no explanation of the 
killing of three negroes and the 
wounding of four others at a saloon 
here early to-day.

According to the statement of by­
standers when Latura entered the sa­
loon a group of negroes were about a 
pool table to ,a rear room engaged in 
a game. As he walked Into the room, 
It Is declared, Latura, after surveying 
the crowd, leisurely unbuttoned a long 
overcoat he wore and drew an auto­
matic pistol. If any words were pass­
ed those who escaped the rain of bul­
lets which followed by dodging behind 
the furniture, declare they heard none. 
As Latura shot, one after another Of 
the negroes fell. When the police ar­
rived three were dead and four others 
were lying about the floor wounded— 
one of the latter a woman.

His weapon empty, Latura threw It 
Into an ash can, and walked to a 
neighboring saloon, where he quietly 
submitted to arrest.

Germany in her shipbuilding plans 
would not exceed the requirements of 
her own protection, the chancellor said, 
and he expressed the opinion that from 
the very moment Germany decided 
to reduce her military equipment be­
low the standard required by her posi­
tion in Europe, the foreign relations 
of the Empire would become grave and 
peace would be seriously threatened.

Speaking on the general subject, the 
foreign minister said that Germany 
had been making preparations to re­
duce her military quota in China, but 
the change In the Chinese government 
made It inexpedient to carry out these 
proposals .at once. In the opinion of 
experts, the withdrawal of German 
troops at this moment might occasion 
disquiet among the Chinese people and 
lead to disorders. The government In­
tended, however, to either withdraw 
Its troops from China entirely or make 
a big reduction in their numbers.

London, Dec. 11.—The House of 
Commons at 3:30 o’clock this morning 
passed the second reading of the hops 
bill. This bill prohibits the use of 
hop substitutes to the manufacture of 
beer.

The second clause of the measure is 
regarded as strongly protective, espe­
cially against Germany. This pro­
hibits the Importation of hops except 
to bags distinctly marked with large 
painted letters, giving the name of the 
owner, planter or grower, the name of 
the country where produced, the year 
grown and the gross weight of each 
bag. Any contravention of this law 
will render the Importer liable to a fine 
of £10 for each bag. It Is contended 
that the condition under which hops 
are grown to Germany, where there 
Is a large number of small produc­
ers, will make It unprofitable for the 
growers to comply with this regula­
tion.

San Francisco, Dec. 11.—Abraham 
Ruef, former political boss of San 
Francisco, was convicted of bribery, 
after the deliberations of the jury had 
been prolonged 24 hours.

MAKES RECORD TIME U. S. SOLDIERS BEAT - 

PORT TOWNSEND CITIZEN
Financier Pays Nearly $2,000 

Not to Miss an En­
gagement.

New York, Dec. 11.—After having 

predicted to Chicago that “any man 
who Is a bar on the future of this 
country will go broke,” J. P. Morgan 
returned to New York last evening 
after a remarkable trip on a special 
train over the New York Central, The 
journey was made In 17 hours and 1 
minute, which is one hour faster than 
the Twentieth Century Limited, the 
crack train of the Central.
