failed to do ю would have been most 
damaging to her reputation. Her proxi­
mity to the place of exhibition, and the 
ample means available for transportation, 
made our tank a mere bagatelle compared 
with that of our cousins at the Antipode*, 
whose exhibits were in every instance 
most creditable to them. The lists of the 
awards made to Canadian exhibitors in 
the International competition, is a suffi­
cient proof of the progress we have made 
in arts and manufactures, and a good in­
dication that we occupy at least a respec­
table position amongst the exhibiting na­
tion». The money expended by the Go» 
vernment in getting np the exhibit has 
been well expended, and will, we have no 
doubt, prove a most profitable investment 
for the country.

Of the scene at the grounds after the 
Exhibition, the N, Y. Times says 
What one week ago was the greatest ex­
hibition the world ever saw is, to-day, a 
desolate region, resembling a city of al­
most Oriential magnificence depleted by a

gone, but its résulte areieh by tradesmen 
here keenly. The reaction of the busy 
times, the rush and hurry, the quick 
money-getting which awakened the sleepy 
people here, has had a woefully bad effect; 
for now, when Philadelphia is returning to 
its Quakerisms and the usual quietude, the 
merchants are crying out hard times, ami 
put on long faces. The results of the Ex- 
hibition, while being in the main decided­
ly satisfactory, are rather, ip their remote 
relatione, of a very distressing character. 
It is feared that the Christmas trade here 
has been almost destroyed by the large 
purchases which were made at the grounds. 
And now, as the debris is being cleared 
away, the sheriff and the auctioneer vie 
with each other in the collection of debts. 
At spots in and outside the grounds, 
are the ominous words, “Closed by the 
Sheriff.” Among the unfortunates who 
hoped to reap a rich harvest, but are now 
in the hands of the law, are, it is said, 
the One-track Elevated Railway, the 
George’s Hill Observatory, which stands 
like a giant overlooking the grounds; the 
Campbell Press building, about which 
there is a dispute with the builder con­
cerning some $15,000; the Violet Glass 
House, and the Brazilian Cafe. The Grand 
Exposifion Hotel, the largest near the 
grounds, was attached, but it is now be­
lieved has been released, and it is said by 
those interested that the claims, amount- * 
ing to some $9,741 09, were settled this 
week. In the famoui Shanty-town the 
Sheriff has reaped a rich harvest, coming 
in now for his second or third sale of nearly 
every building there. What the inexor­
able minion of the law leaves, the smiling 
and bland auctioneer has under hie care. 
First of these come the sales of the build­
ings in the grounds, which take place in 
the Judges’ Hall on the 1st day of Decem­
ber next. This comprises the Main Build­
ing, which will be purchased by the Per­
manent Exhibition Company; Agricultural 
Hall, the Carriage and Mineral Annexes, 
and about a dozen others. The sum re- 
alized from this sale goes into the general 
fund, to pay back to the stockholders a 
percentage of the amount of mpney they 
subscribed. Outside the grounds all tho 
hotels are disposing of their very full 
complement of household furniture, and 
it is not unusual to read in the auction 
columns of the newspapers, “ 10,000 bed­
steads for sale, and 20,000 yards of carpet. ’» 
As these goods are thrown upon the mar­
ket and must be sold, since the parties 
who own them are in want of cash, aud 
will not need articles of the like for many 
years, they go for a mere song, and the 
furniture ;'snd house-furnishing trade re­
ceives a shock which may cause the dos­
ing up of a number of establishments. 
The numerous buildings will also be sold, 
and this will further tend to prostrate 
business, and it will not be surprising to 
find those that do not secure ready pur­
chasers soon in the hands of the Sheriff. 
Indeed, the latter official is the meet pop­
ular man here just now.
