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A Startling Measure!

It is to be hoped that the bill re-
specting the inspection of timber and
lumber, introduced in the House of
Commons by Hon. Mr. Costigan,
Minister of Inland Revenue, will be
dropped short of enactment. Itisa
most sweeping measure. It repeals
the New Brunswick Acts of Assem-
bly relating to the survey and ex-
portation of lumber, and besides re-
quiring all manufacturers of over
1,000,000 &. f. to make complicated
returns, which are practically useless
for satisiical purposes, it: imposes a
tax of twenty dollars on every mil-
lion feet of lnmber produced, which
 the manufacturer must pay in addi-
‘tii)n to making the return required.
The measure creates four inspectoral
districts, one of which is tormed by
the Maritime Provinces, another by
Quebeo, another by Ontario and an-
other by British Columbia, the other
portions of the Domiunion being ex-
empted from the operation of the
proposed law. 1In each of. these dis-
tricts there is to be a Chief Inspector
at $2000 a ye;sf, and as many inspec-
tors as the Governor-in-Council may

district to entitle him to a vote. Under
this bill if a man sold out his property in
one locality and went to another and
bought property, ha would have the
cight to vote, whether he had resided in
his new locality for twelve months or not.
In the same manner he would have a right
to vote on property which he owned ins
locality from which he had moved. What
all muet recognize as really the most im-
portant clause of the bill, and that which
might be expected to evoke the greatest
amount of criticism as being of the mest
radical character, was the clause confer-
ring the franchise on all persons who have
attained the age of 21 years, being males
and British subjects, provided they have
had a residence for twelve months before
the first day of May in which the listis
made up. He argued that the provision
was even more restrictive than it appeared
to be, and practically called for two years’
residence. As to revizion, the Attorney
General explained: The assessors were
called upon to furnish a list contain’ng the
names of all persons upon the assessment
list who were in possession of the qualifi-
cation required by law, being males of
proper age and Dritish subjects. Ttese
names were required to be handed in by
the assessors to the revisors, whose duty
it was to pat on the list of voters all per-
sons whom they had resson to believe were
in possession of the necessary qualifica.
tions.
per notice, affording everybody the chance
to object to any name on the list, or apply
to have any name added nol on it, and the
revisors, within a specified time, are to
hold a court, and decide upon the same.
Finally, it is provided that the list shall
be handed over to the county secretary
before the 10th day of December in exeh
| year, and that if not handed in. by that
date then, as 1s the case at present, the
election is to be held npon the list of the
year previous or the last properly filed
list. Instances were not infrequent now
where great neglect in this respect was ap-
parent ; that was a state of affairs that
should not exist, and the government had
decided to try a plan which would remedy
the very great injustice donme, wherea
number of persons, acquiring the franchise
during the year previous to an election,
were deprived of the same through the
negligence or oversight of the officers
charged with the duty of revising and
preparing the list. There would be
special injustice dcne in such cases if this
bill should become law where great num-
bere of young men coming of age would be
entitled to go on the list every year, To
remedy that the bill proposes to cast upon
the conuty secretary, when lista are not
properly prepated and handed in, ia time
to be ready by the end of the year, of pre
paring a list with such information as he
has at his dispoeal, which information he
thought would enable him to prepare the
list with a fair degrce of correctoess.
The secretary has the assessment list of
the different parishes filed with him, and
is required to make as pccurate a list as
possible, where he is in doubt as te
whether the person has the proper qualifi-
gstion, giving such person the doubt.
There was alsg ingorporated the provision
of challenge to an individual tendering his
vote, the bill thus possessing all the facil-
jties thet the present law afforded.

Notary public, and shall be returned and
filed with the inquieition) stating that
frow information received by the Coroner,
he is of opinion that there is reason for
believing that the deceased came to his
death under circumstances requiring in-
vestigatton by a coroner’s inquest,

Sections 2 and 3 were passed, as fol-
lows:—

2 The pncedlngs sections shall not aps
ply to an inquest held upon the written
request of the attorney general or solicitor
general, or of any clerk of the peace or of
any clerk of a county court.

3 Every coroner shall, on or before the
firet day of Fanuary in every year, return
to the pruyiugial secretary a list of the in-
quests hield by him during *the preceding
year, fogether with the "findings of he
juries.

Section 4 passed, providing the form of
declaration.

Mr. Phinney moved .tblt the coroners
be paid $1 extra in each case to compen-
sate for the extra labor and expense cast
upon them, and White moved in amend-
ment that they get but 50 cents extra per
inquest. Phioney withdrew his resolu-
tion and White’s motion was lost by the
following vote:

This gratifying result
was in:no small degree due to the energy
of Mr. Aitken and he received the hearty
thanks of the Presbytery.

Mr. McKay submitted the annual Re-
port on Statistics, The report was com.
plete and showed that there are under the
care of the Presbytery fourteen pastoral
charges, two mission charges, and five
mission ﬂelds, containing 1866 families,
3198 commumcants 2400 pupils, in Sun-
day Schools, and 6000 volumesin libraries,
There were paid for stipends last year
$12,395, and for all purposes $25,606.

Rev. A. F. Thomp=on submitted an ex-
celler.t report on methods of raising funds
for religions purposes. for which he re-
ceived cordial thanks,

Attention was called to the continued
illness of Rev. A. O. Brown, and the
Presbytery Clerk was asked to continue
arrangiog with the mmnembers of Presbytery
for the supply of the Campbellton pulpit
till next meeting. A motion was adopt-
ed expressing sympathy with Mr. Brown,
and Mr, Aitken led the Presbytery in
prayer to God for the restoration of Mr.
Brown’s health.

It was agreed to-ask the Home Mission
Board for six satechists to supply the
Presbytery’s mission flelde during summer
