The Polish is a medium sized fowl 
with a full, round breast carried well 
forward. They are broad at the shoul­
ders and narrow at the tail. The crest 
of the cook is composed of narrow feath­
ers, something like those which form 
the hackle of the neck and saddle. 
They ihonld ri«e well in front so as 
eot to obstruct the sight, and fall over 
to the back and sides in a flowing, even 
mass. If they fall forward, as is some­
times the case, they both obstruct the 
light and are liable to get wet when 
the (>ird drinks. Such a crest also is 
hollow in the center and loses much of 
its beauty. yhe crest of the hen is form­
ed of featbese growing upward and 
turning in at the extremities, and should 
be large and globular in form and com­
pact in character, with no sign of part­
ing. Tbe larger the crest the better, pro­
vided it is of good shape, bnt a close, 
compact, well formed crest is to be pre­
ferred to one that is larger, bnt of loose 
texture and falling in all directions.

The following advice about bow to 
prepare chickens and turkeys for mar 
ket is given by a well known produce 
commission house in Chicago;

“Keep from food 24 hours. Kill by 
bleeding in the mouth or opening the 
veins in the neck. Hang by the feet un­
til properly bled. Head and feet should 
be left on and the intestines and crop 
should not be drawn. For scalding 
poultry the water should be as near the 
boiling point as possible without actu­
ally boiling. Pick tbe legs dry before 
■calding. Hold by the head aud legs 
and immerse and lift up aud down three 
limes. If the head is immersed, it turns 
the color of the comb and gives the ejf s 
a shrunken appearance, which leads 
buyers to think the fowl has been sick.

“The feathers and pinfeathers should 
be removed immediately, very cleanly 
and without breaking the skin. Then 
‘plump’ by dipping ten seconds in wa­
ter nearly or quite boiling hot and then 
immediately into cold water. Hang in a 
cool place until the animal heat is en­
tirely out. It should be entirely cold, 
bnt not frozen, before being packed. 
Dry picked chickens and turkey.? sell 
best, and we advise this way of dress­
ing, as they sell better to shippers. 
Scalded chickens and turkeys generally 
are sold to the local trade,

“To dry pick chickens and turkeys 
properly the work should be done while 
the bird is bleeding. Do not xvcifc and 
let the bodies get cold. Dry picking i>* 
more easily done while the boiiii s art 
warm. Be careful and do net break and 
tear the skin Pack in boxes or bai-rcb 
—boxes holding ICO to 200 pounds art- 
preferable—and pack snugly. Straight 
en out the body and. legs so that (ne> 
will not arrive very lunch bent, and 
twisted out of shape.

The comb is peculiar and belongs to the 
class of combs which form a fancied 
resemblance to a leaf and are designated 
leaf combe. It is better described, how­
ever, ae two fleshy horns diverging like 
the letter V, the upper extremities re­
treating into the crest. The smaller the 
comb the better, and if wholly want­
ing, except when removed by design or 
accident, it is not regarded ae a dis­
qualification.

Polish are bred extensively in this 
country and by some ere considered 
practical for general purposes; but, while 
seme mny have good results in breeding 
them, they № not to be fully recom­
mended as a general purpose fowl. 
They are considered more as a fancy 
fowl and are generally bred for pleas­
ure and the showroom. Their large 
crests are against them, hindering their 
vision and causing them to become 
listless, inactive and suspicious in their 
natures. Extra care must be given them 
to be fairly successful in raising them, 
and their houses and coops must be kept 
absolutely dry. The least water in their 
crests is likely to result fatally to them.

They are fairly good layers of medi­
um sized eggs and are nonsitters. For 
table purposes they are considered good, 
their flesh being fine grained, tender 
and sweet.

Of the varieties of Polish the White 
Crested Black Polish are the most pop­
ular. The color cf their plumage is a 
rich, glossy black throughout, with the 
exception of the crest, which is pore 
white. The shanks and toes are black 
or dark slate, comb and wattles are 
bright red and ear lobes are white. The 
Golden and .Silver varieties are beauti­
fully marked in plumage,

It is a fact 
that not one-third of the chicks hatched 
ever reach a marketable age aud loss of 
eggs for hatching, time required by the 
hens for incubation and care given art 
too great for securing so few. It is diffi 
cult to raise young chicks, even unde 
favorable conditions, as there are man) 
drawbacks which cannot be seen or an 
ticipated, but success is within tbe 
province of those who leave no oppor­
tunity for loss. To allow the kens t< 
come off with broods and drag the 
chicks over the wet grafs and compel . 
them to travel ovey wide areas is to in 
flict them with too much work and tc 
expose them to all kinds of enemies. 
Èach hen ebon Id be inclosed in a small 
run. A lath run two feet wide aud four 
feet long, with a soap box at one end, 
affords an excellent protection, as the 
hen will be confined while the chicks 
can go in end out of the run at will. Ac 
they will go bnt a short distance fron 
the run they will flee for shelter on tin 
Approach ot storms or of enemies, ar 
the hen will, always notice any danger 
and warn them thereof.

For the fiscal year cf 1895 the treas­

ury figures give the total exports of 
Americau eggs to foreign countries 
151,000 dozen, which is Équivalent to 
1,813,000 fpge. Iu the fiscal year 1896, 
however, tbe total exportation of Amer­
ican eggs increased to 828,000 dozen, 
or 3,936,000 eggs, a little more than 
twice as much. The expert figures for 
this year indicate a still further in­
crease, and a market for American eggs 
is likely, therefore, to be secured in 
what the political campaign orators are 
accustomed to cgll somewhat vaguely 
tbe near future.

One teaspoonfnl of liquid carbolic

It is said that breeding far pçiflta de, 

«troys egg production. Mr. О. H. Wyck-. 
off’s Leghorns have made a record of 
194 eggs each per year in a flock of 60, 
and 50 of Mr. Felch’s Brahmas laid an 
average of 160 eggs in one year. In 
most egg contests conducted by the ag­
ricultural papers the winners have beep 
thorough bie4 fowls, toe of the stock 
arguments used to support this alleged 
nonlaying on the part of thoroughbred 
fowls is that fanciers inbreed to an 
alarming extent in order to secure d§- 
eired “points,” and this charge is made 
in spite of the kbpwn fact that fanciers 
are yearly procuring fresh stock both 
from England and from different parts 
of çheir own country to use in their mat. 
jugs. Intelligent fanciers who do iu- 
breed to some extent do it carefully 
aud for the most part without detriment 
to their stock. They cannot afford to 
carry it to a point where it would be 
a detriment. In the meantime it has 
yet to bo proved that inbreeding (where 
the most vigorous specimens цге each 
year selected for breeders) is an injuri­
ous practice from any point of view. 
The stock exclamation is that it not on. 
ly reduces size, bnt curtails egg produc­
tion. Bnt the Sebright bantam has been 
eonstantly inbred for 40 years. No oth­
er breed probably has been so constant­
ly and so widely inbred as have these 
bantams, and yet the Sebright is 
markably prolific layer of eggs, and 
eggs, too, that are very large for the 
size of tbe hen. All who have ever bred 
Sebrights must admit this prolificacy in 
the matter of eggs. And here is another 
point of interest. Though inbred for 
4Q years, the Sebright persists in get­
ting so big that he has to be starved 
down to standard weight to be shown, 
while hundreds of finely marked birds 
have to remain away from the shows 
because no dieting process would bring 
them down to the maximum weight al­
lowed by the standard.
