POLICE FIGHT POLIGE
IN GENTRE OF MADRID

One Force Attacks a  Building Which Is
. Defended by Others

MADRID, Jan. 12—An {immense
crowd watched with great amusement
wyesterday a comic opera battle which
waged around the Fronton, a sort of
Crystal Palace, in the centre of Mad-
rid.

The armies consited of a large force
of police, who tried ‘to expel another’
body of police and waiters who held the |
building. The battle lasted all day,
and ended in the route of the defend- |
ers, who, policemen included, were
; marched off to prison.

The Fronton, which stands in the|
Plazo del Carmen, has for a long time |
been in dispute between the proprietor
and creditors. Recently the creditors
obtained from the magistrate of the
Central District the appointment of a,‘
n-anager in their interest. The pro-|
prietor then got the expulsion of the |
manager by order of the magistrate |
of the Chambery quarter. The siege
followed.

Yesterday the -magistrate of the
Centre with a large force of support- |
ers appeared before the Fronton to |
| drive out seventeen policemen and |
forty-three waiters, who had barricad- |
ed themselves within. Repeated efforts
were made to break -down the doors,
but the besiegers were driven off, and
reinforcements had to be sent for.

Then the doors were smashed with
axes, and the magistrate of the Centre
entered and ordered the arrest of the
defenders. Several escaped by the roof
and through the windows, but the
police were marched off by their com-
rades of the besieging party.

A council of ministers was held today
to prevent a repetition of this adminis-
trative scandal by defining the au-
thority of the two magistrates.

Y.M.C.A Reached Decision
Last Night

Tenders Will be Called for Immediately
—Exact Location to be De-
termined Today.

At a joint meeting of the boards of
management and trustees of the St.
John Y. M. C. A., held last evening in
the offices of L. P. D. Tilley, it was
definitely decided to call at once for
tenders for the new building. The
meeting was a rather warm one and
did not adjourn until a late hour, but
the opposition to immediate action was
finally overcome with the above result.

be undertaken at once.

After many objections to immediate
action had been removed and all oppo-
sition silenced, the meeting passed the
following resolution.

“Resolved, That the plans already
presented be completed by a special
committe, that tenders for the erec-

tion of the building and completion of |

the same bé called for.”

The meeting also resolvea that the:

association would receive the building
absolutely free from
any kind and to that effect resolved:

“That no money be borrowed on mort-
gage, thus enabling the building com-

mittee to precent to the trustees an
association building as a free gift.”

To do this the Y. M. C. A. will have
to collect a few thousand dollars more.
At present the building gommittee has
in cash and subscriptions as good as
cich $54,159. This leaves about $5,841
still to be raised.

The building will most probably
be of brick and contain four stories, a
basement and sub-basement.

a serious nature has developed in Hon-
duras, where the revolutionary party is
attempting to overthrow the govern-
ment and the President of the republic
has sent troops to the Nicaraguan
frontier where the centre of distur-
bance lies. Coupled with the actual
movement is the allegation on the part
of Honduras that Nicaragua is aiding
the revolutionary leaders in their
fight against the government.

These conditions have been reported
to the State Department by W. I»
Merry the American minister to Nicar-
agua, Costa Rica and Salvador, and by
James G. Bailey, Secretary of Legis-
lation to Costa Rica. Mr. Merry char-
acterizes the situation as serious and
officials here fear that there will be
open warfare,

Few details of the affair have been
transmitted to the State
ment. There have been previous re-
ports, however, of revolutionary
troubles in Honduras.

The charge that Nicaragua is assist-
ing the revolutionary spirits in Hon-
duras is regarded as serious, and it is
not unlikely that it will lead to anoth-
er Central American war. It was- the
same sort of thing that brought about
the war last summer between Salvador,
Costa Rica and Honduras. Nicaragua
was brought to an end through the
co and the United States. A treaty of
peace was signed by the belligerents
on board the cruiser Marblehead and
it was supposed that the peace of Cen-
eral America was fixed for a long time
to come.

The treaty of the Marblehead provi-
ded for another treaty between all the
Central American States, but Nicara-

In this convention there is a stipulation
that each country must take care that
revolutions are not brewed in territory
in its jurisdiction, especially anywhere
near the border of an adjacent count-
ry. Nicaragua mnot Dbeing signatory
to the treaty of San Jose, may not be
bound, unless there is a like stipula-
tion in the treaty of Corinto, to see
that the Honduranian
do not foregather
tory. If, however, it is true that the
| Government of Nicaragua that per-
mitted the anti-Government forces of
{ Honduras to work from Nicaragua.
Honduras has every reason for making
trouble against Niecaragua, and will
doubtless do all she caa to this end.

Whether there has been any actual
fighting is not known. The State De-
i partment’s advices, so far as ascertain-
ed, indicate nothing further than that
the g'overnmcnt forces of Honduras
have been rushed toward the Nicara-
guan frontier. It will prchably take
then: some days to get there.

There has been nothing to indicate
that American lives or property are
| in danger, and the government has no
special interest in the matter except
| that the President desires peace to
i prevail throughout the western hemis-
ptere. There have been mno appeals
from Honduras to this Government for
asoistance and none are expected at
this time.
