ed today, when in historic Westminster
Hall and in the presence of the as-
sembled lords and commoners Sir Wil-
frid Laurier as a French-Canadian
and General Botha as a Boer stood up
to proclaim their fealty to the British
? institutions of which the British par-
liament is the head. In the same hall
William Wallace was tried; Charles I.
was tried and condemned there for
high treason, and so was Warren Hast-
ings. Gladstone lay there in state and
all the English sovereigns from Ste-
phen to Geerze IV. held there their
Coronation feasts amid every manner
of pomp and circumstance.
8ir Henry Campbell-Bannerman, 2as
premier, and Mr. Balfour, as'the leader
oof the opposition, proposed the toast
to the colonial premiers and warmly
welcomed the offspring of the British
race, who, they declared, had hecome
as brothers. =
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, though badly
heard in so vast a hall, rose to the
. opportunity and touched a sympathetic
chord by recalling all ‘through his
youth he had fed on the doings of Pitt,
Sheridan, Canning, Peel, 0'Connell,
Disraeli and Gladstone. He had even
dreamed at one time of himself find-
ing a seat within thase hallowed walls,
but he was a member of another par-
liament. in which the traditions of the
mother. parliament. were treasured.
Now, he - declared, he and his col-
leagues would return home more im-
pressed than ever with the sense of
imperial unity, based as it was on
loeal autonomy.

denator Lougheed Asks If Intermediate
Tarlff is to be Referred to by
alr Wilfrid Laurier.

OTTAWA, Ont.,, April 24.~In the sen-
ate tonight Senator Lougheed read a
dispatch from London to a Canadian
paper stating Sir Wilfrid Laurier would
80 to Paris and Italy after the colonial
conference; that on the result of next
week’s discussions at the colonial con-
ference would depend what line the Ca-
nadian ministiers take in their negotia-
tions with France, Italy and possibly
Australia. ;

Senator Lougheed said the cable in-
dicated that the possibility of Canada
extending the intermediate tariff to con-

advantage of Great Britain was being
discussed at the colonial conference. He
asked to what extent Canada had dis-
cussed the matter with other countries,

Bir Richard Cartwright said he had not
received information as to what Sir
Wiifrid heg done with regard to these
matters, ere had been certain pour
parlers with one or two countries, but
they had not special reference to the
conference. Italy was one of the coun-
tries, and there had been some informal
communications with Germany. There
was nothing in such shape that he
could make a communication to parlia-
ment in regard to them.

Senator Lougheed— Would my right
honorable friend be at liberty to say
whether it will be a subject to be dis-
cussed at the colonial conference now
sitting 7"’ :

Sir Richard Cartwright—“I doubt
considerably whether anything as re-
gards our attitude to foreign countries
will be discussed there. I think it un-
likely. I think the proceedings of the
conference will be confined almost ex-
clusively to the attitude af the, British
government to the colenies generally
and .to the colonies as beween our-
selves. I do expect that communica-
tions will be had particularly with New
Zealand and Australia on the subject
of their extending preferences to us
and ourselves reciprocally to them.
These ‘two, colonies, and. very probably
also. the .colonies: of, Bouth Africa, but
1 do not think the guestion of our re-
lation to other countries is likely 1o
come up.”

Benator Lougheed asked if the atti-
tude of Great Britain toward Canada
would not be important in event of
Canada_ extending the intermediate
tariff to the countries mentioned.

Bir Richard said he expected Sir
Wilfrid would dispuss that with the
British government. Personally . he
did mot think that the extension of the
intermediate tariff would materially
affect thd British preference.

Senator Lougheed said that while it
had been stated in Canada there would
not be mdre than 2% per cent differ-
ence between the general and inter-
mediate tariffs, reliable publications if
England seemed to think granting the
intermediate tariff would affect the
British trade position to the extent of
five and seven per cent.

_Sir Richard sald He thought this was
a mistake. There are a few cases, but
very few, in which it may exceed 2%
per cent, but they are very rare, and
as 4 rule they affect articles in which
we deal chiefly with the United States
and not with other countrics.

LARGE. NTTENDANGE
AT THE HALIFA

was delivered by Rev. A. A. Graham
of St. John, N. B., who said the great
question before the people was the
Canadianizing of the vast immigration
daily pouring in. This immigrant
problem was a crisis to Canadian na-
tional life and a crisis in religious life.
He appealed to Christians to drop all
distinctions of the old world and band
together to give the gospel to the in-
coming people.

SALVADOR AND NICARAGUA
SIGNED TUESDAY NIGH

SAN SALVADOR, Republic of Sal-
vador, April 24.—A treaty of peace be-
tween ~Salvador and Nicaragua was
signed last’ night at Amalpa by min-
isters representing each country.

SHFFING THLS

New Company Has a Maing
$60.000.000 Charter.

Coastwise Lines Asked to Join With Big,
Consolidated Steamship Lines—
The Terms of Merger.

NEW YORK, April 23.—The first step
toward the flnal corsummation of
Charles W. Morse’s plan for a coastwise
shipping trust was made today when
the stockholders in four of the ocean-
going lines, which he and his associates
already -‘control. received circulars of-
fering to ‘exchange stock in the new
Morse holding company, incorporated in
Maine some months ago, under the
name of the Consolidated Steamship
Lines, for their shares of the smaller
operating companies.

It has been known ever since the in=
cerporatl »n of the $60,000,000 consolidat-
ed steamship lines that it was Mr.
Morse’s intention to get the benefit as
soon as possible of the great economies

‘which might be effected by the opera-

tion of all of his steamship lines under
one administrative head. Nothing de-
finite, however, was learned about the
terms.of exchange until circulars were
sent to stockholders of the Clyde, Mal=-
lory, Metropolitan and Eastern Steams=-
ship companies today.

These said, in part: “Up to the pres-
ent time over a majority of the total
shares of your company’s capital stock
has been exchanged for bonds and
stock of the Consolidated Steamship
Lines. i

“The stock of the Steamship
Company is econvertible into stock of
the Consolidated Steamship -Lines,
share for share, and in addition thereto
4 per cent. collateral trust bonds of an
equal par value. <

“If you will promptly send your cer=
tificates to N, H. Campbell, treasurer,
room 902, 43 Exchange place, New York
city, indorsed in blank and witnessed,
he will 8énd you in exchange therefor
the stock and bonds of the Consolidat-
ed Steamship Lines under this ar-
rangement.”

Of the Clyde line it is announced
that over 100,000 of the total of 140,000
shares have agreed to the exchange,
and of the Mallory line that “over a
majority” of the 140,000 shares are will-
ing.

It is expected that the Ward line and
the New York and Porto Rico Steam-
ship Company will be taken into the
merger later on practically the same
terms. The Hudson Navigating Com-
pany, which is Mr. Morse’s stronghold
in the Hudson river trade, is not ex-
pected to enter the consolidation at
present.

The Ciyde line,

which is one of

| the newest of Mr. Morse’s purchases,

has 22 steamers plying between New
York, Boston, Philadelphia and south-
ern ports. It is’ capitalized at $14,000,-
000 and has outstanding $4,000,000 of
bonds. ;

The Mallory liné, for which Mr.,
Morse is understood to have paid $7,-
000,000 for last November, has 11 ves-
sels plying between New York and
South Atlantic and Gulf ports and is
also capitalized at $14,000,000, with $3,-
000,000 bonds outstanding. A

Under the offer the bonds of the
constituent companies remain undis-
turbed.

The Metropolitan, Steamship Com-
pany has six ships in the New York
and Boston trade is capitalized at $3,-
000,000 and has bonds of $1,000,000.

The Eastern Steamship Company,
which is a consolidation of a number
of smaller lines on the Maine coast,
is capitalized at $3,000,000 and has over
$1,500,000 bonds outstanding.
