THE HOME.

How to Care for Lampr—How the Thrifty
Housewlfe Reduces the Job to a Sclence.

May Bilvers writes in the American
A;,rxcuhnxlai. under the title of '‘Care
ot Lamps,” as follows: The ordinary
caring for kerosene lamps is simply to
fill them when about three-fourths
empty, to pinch off the wick or cut it
}n‘t'gu]url when it is found to buen
badly, and to wipe off the oil from the
outside. Then one washes one’s hands
of this disagreeable task. Ifthegss in
my village home had not  proved so
poor and so disagreeable as to odor, I,
t0o, should have goae on all my life
caring for the one or two lamps in use
in this same minner, but when I found
it necessary to set up a dozsn or more,
it seemed worth while to give the mat-
texr more attention and to reduce their
care to & science, if possible,

An interview with a large lamp deal-
er brought out the following important
pointa: The worst possible economy s
a cheap burner. Have as inexpensive
a lamp as your purse demands, but let
ttw burner be the best in the market.

Keep the gauze or fine holes which ad-
mits air to the blase, perfectly free from
dust, and for this purpose rub it every
moroing with a cloth moistened with
kerosene.. When the wheels lower and
raise the wick with difficulty, take out
the latier and boil the burner in wash-
ing soda and water; if this does not
remove the trouble, take it to & re-
pairer, although the chances are that
you will need a new one. In this case
it is important that 1t should exactly
fit the collar of the lamp. A lanip that
is burned several hours every night
should have a new wick every three
weeks, ‘Tacking on strips of canton
flannel to enable you to use the last
inch of wick, is & pennywise proceed-
ing that cannot be too highly censuzed.
The quality of the light is always im-
paired by a wick that hastoo long been
eaturated with oil. Never cut & wick
remove the charred part with a sofs
cloth, turn it dowm until nearly even
with the burner and even the wick with

the burner by passing one blade of a
dull scissors over it, When only a lit
tle light is reqaired, do not turn down
the wick of a large lamp, but use a
small lamp with a ocorrespondingly
small wick. Very little less oil is
lnruﬁ\l when the blaze is turned low,

for what is not burned in the blaze
Inuum ofl in an ill sm:llmg gas, poison-
g the air. Physicians say that this
way of - usinpg s kerosene lamp
is ‘a frequent cause of diphtheria,

Fill lamps in daily use every morn-
ing. Stop within half an inch ‘of the
brim, and not run them over. Once &
fortnight let the Jamps burn until
threefourths exhausted, and the next
day throw outwhat remains, washing
the receptacles with hot water and
washing soda ; turn them up-side down
to dry, and fill with fresh oil. Use only
the best quality of oil. The safest
lamps are those in which the oil is put
in a separate receptacle of metal figling
inside the vase, or.outaide which may
be more or less ornamental.

The almost invariable cause of explo

sion is the neglect of one or more of
these rules. Charred bits of wick al
lowed to remain on the burner some-
times ignite, aud if no one is at hand
to remove them an explosion may fol-
low. Ifa lamp explodes, throw some
heavy fabric such as & rug over it at
moe, if one is at hand. A Iady once
prevented what must, but for her pres-
ence of mind, have hmm a terrible con-
flagration. A lamp in a basement
kitchen exploded ; no rug was near,
bat the flour barrel stood handy and
she threw the flour over the blase in
great scoopfuls until the fire. . was ex
tinguished.
