New York, June 12.—After deliber-

-{ating twenty-five hours the Supreme

Court jury that tried Peter J. Duffy,
a police sergeant, on a charge of
bribery, returned word to Justice
Goff late teday that it could not
agree. The jury stood eleven to one
for convictiom, it was reported. Duffy
was paroled until tomorrow, when he
will be directed to furnish $5000 bail,
pending District Attorney Whitman's
decision in the matter of a new trial.
This is the first of half a dozen or
more of the so-called police graft
trials in which the jury has not
brought in a verdict guilty after
being out comparatively brief time.
Duffy w indicted as an alleged
graft-taker from Julius Roth, who ran
poker rooms in Harlem. Roth testi-
filed he made monthly payments to
Duffy last fall and prior to that to
Eugene Fox, a policeman who had
pleaded guilty to grafting. Fox, dur-
ing the trial, corroborated Roth and
added that he turned_over to Duffy a
list graft-paying resorts with
Roth's place on the list.
A reason for the jur
ment was indicated th
when the twelve men asked Justice
off to read that portion his
charge relating to the testimony of
accomplices. The court had held that
Roth, since he bribed Duffy, an al

The disagreement between the mill
owners and the employes arose over
the demand of the raftsmen and ponds-
men who thought they were entitled
to an increase in pay of twenty-five
cents a day. The owners, it is under
stood, cannot see their way clear to
meet the demand. If the raftsmen
and pondsmen go out the millmen and
other employes will also quit work and
in all probability a strike will be eal-
led this evening.

In convexsation with a Standard re-
porter last evening one of the mill
owners said that he could not see
anything to avoid the strike this even-
ing. “The men,” he said, “‘seem de-
termined to stick to their demand for
the increase and thregten to go on
strike if we do not meet the demand
while thdse ‘who are operating the
mills have decided not to grant the
increase.”
