Lumber Shipments Fell off 
but Big Increases in Coal, 
Piling and Other Com­
modities.

Evidence of Another Eruption 
Found by American Who 
Made Perilous Descent to 
Bottom of Crater.

The ocean Is mighty enough when 
It has free play over a million square 
miles. Penned. In a narrow funnel it 
is simply uncontrollable, and mani­
festo ito fretful rage In a number of 
extraordinary ph 
proportions. Such a funnel Is the cele­
brated Bay of Fttndy, which stands 
in our school geographies aa the re­
gion of the highest tides 
The bore of the Bay of Fundy Is 
reckoned, with the Falls of Niagara, 
the inertia of the Sargasso Sea, and 
the double tides of the Solent, among 
the water wonders of the world; and 
If the tremendous rise and tall of 
that Atlantic backwater are not per 
haps quite so appalling In reality as 
travelers have described them, some­
thing must be allowed for the gla­
mour of retrospect, since these mat­
ters are rarely written of on the spot

In confess that when I left the train 
at Moncton for the purpose of seeing 
the tidal bore in a full July moonlight, 
I was filled with a lively apprehen­
sion of being on the brink of a tre­
mendous experience. I had read—who 
lias not?—of the little crowd of sight­
seers waiting on the quay, straining 
tlielr eyes out into the darkness to­
ward the ocean over long, uncovered 
mudflats; then, their ears filled with 
the roar of gathering waters, only 
restraining i 
trpw fleeing 
wall of water came sweeping up the 
bay and into the Petitcodiac River, 
even as the Red Sea swept over the 
legions of the Egypttons. Familiarity 
with many seas in many moods gave 
me confidence that I should disgrace 
myself by no such precipitate flight: 
but that, even if all the rest desert­
ed the wharf at the first glimpse of 
the oncoming flood, I should stand 
firm. What anticlimax awaited me I 
little realized! For I vow that, as I 
saw It that still summer night, with 
a great full moon hanging like a lamp. 
In the cloudless Canadian sky, there 
was nothing more terrifying about the 
bike than may be seen any day at 
Barmouth when a spring tide flows 
in beneath the viaduct 1 was assured, 
of course, that this was an exception­
ally poor tide, and.that for one to en­
joy the full effect it Is necessary that 
a strong wind should blow down­
stream and goad the hurrying waters 
to a greater display of temper. This 
Is as it may be, but the fact remains 
that a house-cat might have sat on 
that quay contentedly watching that 
over-rated bore.

Yet apart from the mere sensation, 
which will be sought in vain, the con­
trast between high and low water at 
Moncton is sufficiently startling; and 
the visitor, comparing the mudflats, as 
seen to the light of day, without water 
enough to float a cork, with the roar­
ing river which five minutes later fills 
the banks, and which would bear on 
its broad bosom anything short of a 
Dreadnought far into the level 
try Inland, has no difficulty 
ing in the recorded difference of forty 
or fifty feet in the tidal level of those 
rivers which lose themselves In the 
Bay of Fundy. As was only to be ex­
pected of such violent movement, with 
Its acompanylng erosion, the banks 
with every rock In the channel, were 
worn as smooth as the sides of a swim 
ming-bath, and the water was so im­

pregnated with the detritus as to be 
dirtier than I had seen sincd I stood 
beside the sacred Jordan. The navi­
gation ot such a river would be mad­
ness save for those who know its va- 
Wtos; yet the popular idea, thanks to 
those hastily wirtten textbooks, as­
cribes the same Insecurity to the 
whole of the Bay of Fundy, which, on 
the contrary, I have crossed in a small 
steamer, from Dlgby, N. S. to St. John, 
the commercial capital of New

STEAMSHIPS.

DONALDSON LINEI
Parrsboro. N. 8., Dec. 31.—The total 

lumber shipments from this port dur­
ing the year now ending were some­
what smaller than the shipments of 
1912. This was partly due to the scar­
city of water last spring, which pre­
vented some logs from being got to 
the mills, and partly to the fact that 
the cut In some cases was smaller than 
that of the preceding year.

The shipments of spruce deals, 
scantlings and battens to the United 
Kingdom this year totaled 18,185,666 
feet, valued at $278,910. Last year’s 
shipments In the same lines aggre­
gated 17,578,660 feet, valued at $233,- 
621. The exports of spruce and hem­
lock boards and scantlings to the Unit­
ed States this year amounted to 8, 
377,491 feet, valued at $123,295. This 
shews a big falling off as compared 
uith the exports of Iasi year, which 
totaled 16.611,763 feet, valued at $214,- 
077. The number of laths exported this 
year was 5,128,600. valued at $10,769. 
last year the number was 10,618,300, 
and the valuation was $29,234. The to­
tal output of sawn lumber this sear 
son was 27,577,727 feet, valued at 
$412,794. Last year the shipments 
amounted to 36,213,973 feet, valued 
at $476,982.

The number of pieces of piling ex- 
ported this year was 38,353, valued at 
$69,871. Last year's exports totaled 
37.383 sticks, valued at $53,437. The 
total value of this season’s lumber out­
put 'is estimated at $482,845. Last 
year the estimated value was $630,- 
419. The output of the Jeffers Manu­
facturing Co. is not included In the 
above figures. It consisted of 200,000 
feet of dimension lumber, part of 
which was used In the construction 
of a large scow, 600,000 barrel staves, 
13,000 pairs barrel heads, and 500,000 
shingles. They also made up several 
thousand barrels to supply the local 
demand, and did a lot of planing for 
customers in the town. Their mill had 
to shut down In the middle of the sea­
son for lack of logs.

Two tern schooners, registering 291 
tons and 281 tone, respectively, were 
built on this shore during the i 
There Is talk of building a fori 
ed schooner of about 500 tons regis­
ter during the coming summer, but 
no definite plans have yet been an­
nounced.

The coal shlpmens for the yèar end­
ed November 30, aggregated 126,677 
tons, valued at $379,731. This is more 
than sixty thousand tons below the 
total of last year’s shipments, and it 
naturally made quite a difference to 
this port, but there was no help for 
it. The demand for Sprlnghill coal 
was greater than the supply, and 
Parrsboro business suffered in conse­
quence but, taken altogether, this 
year now ending has been a prosper­
ous year for this port.

Naples, Dec. 31—Positive evidence 
that Vesuvius is about to enter on a 
fresh period of Activity was found by 
Frederick Burlingham, the American 
who made a descent to the very bob 
tom of the crater on Dec. 2L

Mr. Burlingham submitted to Pirof. 
Mercalli, the Catholic priest who is 
the director of the observatory of Ve­
suvius, and Prof. Malladra, his assist 
ant, who has hlmaelf made a descent 
similar to that of Mr. Burlingham, 
minerals and specimens of the lava 
recntly emitted by the crater, which 
the American collected In the Interior 
of the volcano. Photographs made of 
a fifty-foot opening at the bottom of 
the crater were also examined.

Prof. Marcalli and his assistant de­
clared that the material brought back 
by Mr. Burlingham is positive indicar 
tion that the activity of the volcano 
is reawakening. They show that min­
or explosions have already token place 
inside the crater, and caused avalan­
ches of rocks, that are now obstruct­
ing the eruptive mouths, which are 
gradually widening.

John, where 
clashing with the mighty flood of the 
St. John river, it produces yet another 
spectacle in the famous Reversible 
Falls. The notion of water falling up- 
hlU Is against all our preconceived 
ideas of gravity. It may, it is true, l>e 
induced to climb with the aid of a 
pump or water-tower; but, short of 
these aids, it always finds the descent 
easier. Yet It certainly falls uphill, in 
full view of the suspension bridge just 
over the St. John, twice In twenty-four 
hours. The visitor should stand on 
the bridge Just before low water and 
then, after a short Interval of slack 
tide, he will actually see the falls go­
ing the wrong way. The Bay of Fun­
dy drives the proud St. John, famed 
for ito lumber and Its salmon, back 
into the forest of New Brunswick, and 
the spectator has no difficulty In real­
izing the simple principle of force ma­
jeure which brings about this seem­
ingly unnatural result.
