Residents of Sister City Pay
. Only $13.50 a Ton for Hard
Coal — Another Cargo to
Arrive at the Same Price.

Halifax Echo—At city hall today it
was stated that practically all the hard
coal on sale by the city to household-
ers has now been disposed of. The
shipment was a total of 312 long tons.
Of this coal some 115 short tons has
been set aside for sale, the remainder
being used for various city institutions
and departments.

“There is little or none of it left
now,” said Clerk of Works Messervey
to the Daily Echo today, “and arrange-
ments have been made for another
shipment of hard coal to the city. It
has not yet been decided whether this
shipment is to come by rail or by
water.”

The city’s price has been $13.50 &
ton to- the householders, sales being
only spot cash. This price will prob-
ably hold for the next lot.

It was said at city hall today that
the city was also planning the sale of
soft coal to householders. The retail
prices here are $8.50 and $8, the lat-
ter price being for Sydney Reserve.
The price at Cape Breton mines f. 0. b,
car is fixed at §4.75 to $5 for screen
coal and $4.50 to $4.75 for run-of-mine.
The city sells hard coal at one dollar
less a ton than do the regular retail-
ers but, among the trade at least, it is
doubted whether the city can make a
proportionate reduction in its soft coal
price.
