Gown and Suarplice.
To the Editor of the Tribune.

I intimated sometimeago I would offer,
for the consideration of all who take any
interest in the subject, some remarks con-
cerning the use of the Surplice in the Pul-
pits of Episcopalian Churches. To-day,
if you consent, I propose to commence
the folfliment of that intention. What I
sha 1say to-day,however,will be principal-
ly by way of preface. I shall,as I proceed,
present a few historical references to the
feuds and martyrdoms of the early church
arising out of priestly garbs, including
the Surplice, in the three years next suc-
ceeding the Reformation; trace the final
canonical adoption of the Surplice as the
habit to be worn by ministers of the
church while ‘“saying the prayers and
ministering the rites and sacraments;”
show that from the days of the Reforma-
tion until Tractarian errors and innova-
tions ¢‘crept into the churches una-
wares,” the Surplice was used, and made
obligatory by Parliamentary enactment,
as the proper vestment during the per-
formance of those services; prove that
the Ritualistic presumption that the ser-
mon is any part of those services and
should therefore be read by the clergy
man in the Surplice is repugnant to the
teaching of the Bible and of theChurch,and
the whole current of ecclesiastical history
and evangelical argument; and that the
Gown, now-a-days so often despised and
rejected, has the sanction of immemorial
usage in the church and of legal deci-
sion. :

I trust I shall not-be met here, as else-
where, by any references to the modern
practices of the Dioceses of Huron and
Toronto in éanada,or of Parishes or Dio-
ceses in England. While it must be ad-
mitted that any Episcopal order or Sy-
nodical direction is very different from
the capricious action of one man, what-
ever his motive or intention, I should be
sorry to see enforced upon the Diocese of
New Brunswick very many of the strange
ceremonials which are performed even in
so-called Evangelical Churches in Eng-
land ; much more would I regret the in-
troduction ‘of practices permitted in
Huron cven within the sound of the
Cathedral bells; and it is quite enough
to know that, having passed the Surplice
stage, the learned Bishop of Toronto and
the Church Association in his Diocese are
now in public controversy over the intro-
duction of Early Communion, given to
the people in the morning fasting, ‘‘as be-
cometh the reception of the real body and
blood of Christ;” the giving of the
offertory standing and bowing, and *‘pre-

senting” the same devoutly on the ‘““Al-
tar;” the daily use of sacerdotal garments
in the streets; &c., &c. All these and
similar practices may provethe evangelical
status of all these churches :—I will not
judge them; but the motto isnot wholly
irrelevant,—Ex pede H rculem.

To prevent misunderstandings here-
after, I may say that when I speak of
preachers I speak, as the Charch spoke,
of a distinctive office ;for while the offices
of Minister and Preacher were often—
usually—held by one person, the offices
were essentially distinct. In fact, strange
as it may sound in our ears, in the earlier
ages of the Church Ministers were often
incapable of preaching, and in some
cases were not licensed to preach, and,
according to Latymer, some of them
could not decently deliver the Homilies
placed in their hands. This 1 shall
have occasion to show more fully
hereafter. It is only necessary now to
refer to the fact recorded by Mosheim,
and I think by others, that such a defici-
ency of Protestant clergy had been ex-
perienced at the accession of Queen
Elizabeth, that, for several years, it was
a common practice to appoint laymen to
officiate to a certain extent in vacant
Churches. But, apart from this author-
ity, I shall be able to shew from the
Documentary Annals of the Reformed
Church that the offices of Priest and
Preacher in many particulars were as
distingnishable from each other as the
offices of Priest and Deacon. Every stu-
dent of church polity will remember
there are duties and privileges, and even
prayers, appertaining to the office of
Priest or Minister, which, under penalty,
uo person of the subordinate rank of
Deacon dared perform. As instances:
the Deacon could not read the *‘Absolu-
tion” of the morning and evening ser-

_in the pulpit.

.of all their legitimate lessons.

‘vlces, (the Rubric says, ‘‘tobe pronounc-

ed by the Priest alone,”) some hold,also,
the Benediction in the Holy Communio,
or the “Absolution,” whether vicarious
or absolute, in the Visitation and Com-
munion of the Sick; the Tractarian con-
tends the Deacon has no power to hear
confession and to forgive sins as the
Priest hath; and the formula of ordaining
a Deacon is far different in tone and
teaching from that of ordaining a Priest.
After the general inhibition, (which, be-
cause of the great looseness of life and
doctrine of many, had issued indiscrimi-
nately against all Preachers, and which
in many partsof the Kingdom, included
Bishops and all others under that dig-
nity,) was withdrawn, aund preaching
was again practiced, many Paeachers,
in the reign of Elizabeth, for divers
reasons, while willing to preach, re-
fused to “minister” the Sacraments.
To such an extent was this the case, that
the Council sent its letter to the Arch-
bishep of Canterbury in the 22nd year of
this reign, concerning and condemning
these men, and, as the evil continted, for
the better finding out the contumacious
Articles of Visitation and Inquiry on the
subject were issued in the 27th year.
Even throughout these documents, in-
tending to combine both offices more
completely and universally in one officer,
the “ ministrations’’ of the Altar and
¢ Preaching” are never confounded, but
are referred to by their distinctive and
distinguishing titles.

It may avoid confusion also if I notice
here that it has been asserted by some
that it was decided in a celebrated case
(Hebbert vs. Purchas) that the surplice
is the proper distinctive garb to be worn
This is a misconstruction
of the case, and & misuse of the word
‘ ministration” for preaching. And this
word carries a distinctive meaning
throughout the whole judgment. In 1662
the present Rubric in the Prayer Book
was enacted, and it provides that such
ornaments, &c., shall be ¢ retained” as
were in the Church in the second year of
the reign of King Edward VI. This
clearly refers to the first Book, as the
judgment distinctly shows,and this book
authorized or prescribed the nuse of the
Cope, Tunicle,&c., as the garb appropriate
to the Communion Service. ‘The Rev.
Mr. Purchas claimed these vestments
were restored by this later rubric, although
long in disuse, and, taking advantage of
a doubtful interpretation, he chose to
wear them. The Judges decided against
him. The Alb was a vesture of white
linen reaching to the feet; the Dalmatica
a long white vesture with sleeves; the
Tunicle was an under garment worn by
the officiating Priest; the Cope was &
cloak worn during the ministrations, or
a1 ornamental covering worn by chanters
and sub-chanters when they officiated in
the solemnities; the Biretta was a cap
worn by the Priest; I have referred to
the Chasuble in a former le ter, and it
was actually worn by Mr. Purchas; the
Surplice was a plain white garment worn
over their ordinary dress by the clergy.
There were other vestments and insignia
worn in the Chureh in early days, and

* which are still retained by the Church of

Rome. Any person who has witnessed
the consecration of a Roman Catholic
Bishop will readily recall this fact, and
the number of vestares in which he is
enrobed. - To the devout and in‘elligent
Roman Catholic all these vestures possess
a symbolic 1l meaning in the gorgeous
ceremonials of his Church; the evangeli-
cal men in the Church of England claim
that the doctrine or thing symbolized by
them having been removed Ifrom the
polity and liturgy of the Church, the
Tractarian has no right to use the sym-
bols. Thus, they not only object to the
use of Alb, Tuni¢, Chasuble, ete., at the
Lord’s table, as being either full of her-
etical meaning or utterly meaningless, but

- also to the introduction of the Surplice

in the Pulpit as symbolizing doctrines re-
pugnant to the teaching of the Bible; and
when any one answers that the wearing
of the one or the other is a mere matter
of order or convenience he practically
denies the teaching of ecclesiastical his-
tory and d :prives authorized ceremonies
The
whole history of the Puritan conptention
is against him. In the case before us the
use of the Surplice in the Pulpit (mark the
italics) was not involved—it is not even
mentioned; but the Judges did so lay
down the law as to establish infercntially
beyond reasonable dispute the legality of
the Gown in the Palpit. They decided
that Chasuble, &e., had disappeared when
the rubric relied upon was passed, and
that “to retain” the ornaments, &c.,
meant to continue what was in existence,
not things out of use for more than half
a century at the time the Rubric- was
enacted. They relied much on the clear
and abundantexpesitio contemporanea sup-
plied by diligent research. Now, sir,
we shall see bye and bye, from authentic
Annals and Records, and the contempor-
aneous exposition of universal practice,
that the Gown in the Pulpit had been in
use as the Preacher’s garb since about 1559,
and if the language of this judgment be
sound, viz., that “‘both in the Statute and
in the Rubric in question the word
retain seems to mean that things shall
remain as they were at the time of the
enactment,” tiiis Gown is most clearly
retained in the pnlpit, as the Surplice is
in the ministrations, &c. I have thought
it well to give this very brief notice of
this elaborate Judgment, as I think it
much misquoted by persons who have
never read it, and misinterpreted or mis-
understood by some who have. I shall
refer to it again at the proper time more
fully.

It has been stated there is nothing
positively prohibiting the Surplice in the
Pulpit. I think, from this decision, by
analogy and fair argument, there is much
to do so. But if not, surely the absence
of expressed prohibition is not an argu-
ment for novel introduction. To what
would that principle lead us? What
change might not then be made legal?
Is not everything not authoratively pre-
scribed by the law or immemorial custom
of the Church pi scribed? . The holding
of a contrary opinion is, I conceive, the
fundamental error of the dreadful Judg-
ment in Bennett's case, in which it was
solemnly decided that, although the
doctrine itsell is not according to the
theology of the Church, there is nothing
“to which the Articles and Formularies of
the Church are contradictory or repug.ant”
to declare there is a real, actual, objec
tive presence of Christ, in the Sacrament,
on the Altar, under the form of Bread
and Winel!

So in the Purehas case, the court de-
cided that the carrying a Biretta in the
hand in the church, was not positively
unlawful, if the clergyman did not wear
it, because the mere ‘‘carrying it in the
band” was not prohibited by words to
that effect!

This letter, sir, hus already occupied
too much space. I think, however, that

these prcfutory statements now made,
will enable me to make my letters herc-
after briefer. I shalldo so. In the mean
time, for the same reason, let me close
with a few general remarks :

In proceeding with this subject,I shall,
I hope, studiously strive to do soina
spirit becoming the discussion of any
matter associated with the public worship
of Almighty God. I shall do nothing to
inflame feelings already, perhaps, too in-
tense. I think it to be deeply dec-
plored when the harmony of God’s
house is destroyed ;equally to be regretted
when any number of pious persons must
submit to all sorts of changes in the im-
memorial mode of conductiug Divine

sanctuary of God in a frame of mind hos-
tile to all salutary influences—or must,on
the other hand, reluctantly leave the
church of their forefathers, of their youth,
of their matured manhood or theif vener-
: able old age. This I say is sad—and must
| require high ground to sanction it, if it
may be sanctioned at all; it is also de-
structive of that solemn and haly peace,
—the only atmosphere, may I say, which
should pervade the sanctuary of God's
House and the soul of God’s servant.

But Sir, it is equally to be deplored that
too many care little for these thiigs The
“Qld Stager” in the Telegraph spoke for

his minister put on, &c. I think, on the
other hand, anything were better for the
cause of Christ than such a spirit of
indifference—such barreness and stag
nation of soul. It is indeed a
problem which is the greater evil—the
quiescent impressionless Care-Naught,
huging the mantle of his awn indifference,
and smiling alike on the progress o+ de~
clension of the sanctifying work in the
human soul; or the avowed Infidel. The
one is an open foe; the other, like the
moth fretting the garment, produces re-
s1lts nor e the less imevitable and injuri-
ous because they are imperceptible« To
him, and to thosa within his reach, the
whole sacramental work becomes a huge
Formality, — the prelude of spiritu:}
death—the tokén and guarantee of a
heart benumbed and a soul parnlysel(:.
