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Crystal Palace, whiich made him fovorably known to the American
people. He visited Quebec also at that time and was the guest of the
Earl of Elgin, He expired at Bridgewater house, 8t James, on Wed.
nesday, the 18th March, 1857. The deceased was born on the first
January, 1860.

The Rxght Revd. George Jehosaphat Mountain, D D.; D.C.L., Lord
Bishop of Quebec, was the second son of Bishop Jocob Moun'nm, the
first Avnglicmn bishop of Quebsc, He was born 27th July, 1789 at
Norwich, England, came to Canada with his father, 1793, and died after
a brief illness at Bardfield his country seat, on 5th Jany,'1863, He was
nineteen years Rector of Quebec, and was consecrated Bishop 14th
February, 1836. He was a dlhgent visitor among his flock, and in the
dreadful visitations of cholera in 1832 and 1884, heyliterally llved night
and day among the dying and the dead. while in 1847, when the pro-
vince was visited witn the plague of typhus fever, and the poor emi-
grants were dying by thousands at the Quarantine statioo, the Bishop
took his turn at Grosse Isle regularly with the rest of the clergy ; and
agnm when the cholera visited Quebec in 1849 and 18564 he was dlllgent
in visiting the hospitals. During many years and up to the time of his
death, Bishop Mountain, besides his Life membership, contributed
regulnrlv to the Society a domation equal to four annual subscriptions,
and at all times took a great interest in its proceedings.
