Curé or person performing the duty of Curé in a parish or
mi8ion shall inter the body of a deceased person until after
the expiration of twenty-four hours at the least from the death
of such person ; provided always that nothing in this section 40e
contained shall be construed to interfere with the observance
of any regulation that may be made in this behalf by any
Board of Health in pursuance- of a certain aet of the Parlia-
ment of thi& Province passed in the twelfth year of Her Ma-
jesty's Reign intituled, " An Act to make provision for the 4,
