“It is one of the triumphs of or-

ical Soeciety on Thursday, Febraary
13, as he outlined briefiy tne life of
Dr. Emil Fischer and il'ustrated hig
talk with & rather technical survey
of some of the reactions carried out
by Fischer. ¥

“Dr, Emil Fischer was born in
Germany in 18562, He graduated
from university in 1874 and worked
for a time with von Baeger. In 1881,”
Murray contiued, “Dr. Fischer .was
poisoned with the vapore of phenyl-
drazine and suffered from its ef-
fects for three months., This com-
pound Fischer used in his work with
carbohydrates, iucluding glucose.
Dr. Fischer also made great ad
vances in the study ¢f Biochemistry
and received the MNobel Prize for
Chemistry in 1502,

“In the First World War he aided
the Germans to produce nitric acid
(needed for explesives) synthetical-
ly, and thus replaced the losgs of the
source of this acid when the im-
portation of Chile ealtpeter was

Peebles led off, prepaving a
scheme whereby students of ability
would liave the same opportunity to
obtain a college education as our
youth of today have a chance te ob-
tain an eclementary education. He

NAEGLE SPEAKS

“] am very pessimistic about the
future of the world,” said Mr. Kas-
per Naegle to members of the SCM
at their meeting in the Y, following
the church service. The speaker
felt that it wouid take at least sever-
al centuries vo bring much better-
ment in the world affairs and that
only if men do not destroy them-
geives in the meantime.

Mr. Naegle reminded 'his hearers
that the mottc of the World Student
Christian Federation is “Ut omnes
unum siut.”  This, he felt, does not
mean that all must think aud act
alike. He pointed out that men were
prone to label nations without in-
guiring into the reasons for their
peculiar national charactevistics.
Men consider Germans sulky, he
said, or call Americans loud, or
brand Frenchmen as quick temper-
ed.

The speaker pointed out the two
main streams of thought in the
World Student Christian Federat-
jon. On the one hand, he said, there
iz what in Protestant ~ircles is call-

I Fanjoy declared that a caste sys-
tem exists in America as regards
their college education. “This is
not democracy ho stated. Lack of
funds should not staend between a
boy with ability and an education.
e stressed the necessity of an edu-
cated ponulace to resist the dema-
guogne and the need to maintain
technological leadership. The pres-
ent educational restrictions, he
atated flatly, are in essonce, “‘a birta
control of ideas”. “The teat of our
progress, he coucluded, 'is not
whother we add to the ebundance of
those who have much but whether
we provide enough for those who
have little. '

The Maine team denied that they
opnesed education but attempted to
shew the impractibility of the plan
and tho need for public expenditure
on elémentary edueation first. “In
fifty yveers, the plan will be sound
(Qormier stated. Waring iusisted
that the cost as outlined by Peebles
was too smali, ““Firgt we want qual-
it» in our graduates, not Mass—pro-
duced, degree-bearing men who
have been educated in crowded
rooms,—not men who have loust in-
itiative an r result of having de-
