the United Kingdon.
Upon arrival In London, 1 learned froti Mr. Attlee 

that, toward the nnd of September last, he hod made known to 

the President his view on the vital Importai so to the • orld 

of the discovery of atomic energy. He ,d expressed the 

opinion that the application of atomic on* rgy to warfare made 

it essential that those In responsible positions in the 

countries under whose auspices the development "had fcsk^n place 
should consider the problems to which it had Riven rise. In 

conveying to the President the tentative conclusion# at which 

the British government had arrived, Mr. Mtlee had suggested 

that personal discussion might follow.
On October 3rd. in a Message to Congreos, President 

Truman said: "I therefore propose to initiate discussions, 
first with our asnooiatas in this discovery, Groat Britain and 
Canada, and then with other nations, in an'effort to effect 

agreement on the conditions under which co-operation might 

replace rivalry in the field of atomic power.
While I was in London, cormcur Lo at Ions were received 

from President Truman Inviting Mr. Attlee and myself to come 

to Washington at as early a date as could be arranged to 
discuss with him the problems related to atomic energy.
