The Government of Canada and the Government of Jamaica,
Desiring to strengthen the historic ties which have linked the two natOfl

ini close and friendly relations,

Considering that international co-operation and development are esser
tial in promoting social progress and better standards of 11f e in large
freedom,

Taking into account an earlier Exchange of Notes, of October 18, l95i
giving formal effect to a Statement of Principles agreed between Canada an'
the West Indies for Co-operative Economnic Development in the West Indi&
including Jamaica,

Considering the expansion and diversification of Canada's developn1ell
assistance to Jamaica since it has emerged as an Independent State,

Moved by their desire to further co-operate for their mutual benefit ini th
promotion of the development of Jamaica,

Desiring for thîs purpose to establish general principles to, goverriti
provision of social and economic development assistance by the Goverrnr1'
of Canada to the Goverrnent of Jaznaica in accordance with the objectiVe0
and priorities of the latter,

Have agreed to the following:

ARTicLE I

The assistance provided by the Government of Canada to the Govee
ment of Jamaica shah consist of gooda and services in accordance W1t,
specxfïc programmes and projects agreed upon from trne to ie between -l
two Governmnents.

AiRTICLE II

The goods and services provided by the Government of Canada t 0 tee
Goverrnent of Jamaica shahl be financed by grant funds or by funda We<
available pursuant to loans the terins of which shall be agreed upon froixi tiee
to time between the two Governmnents. The Government of Jamnaica un der.
takes to repay such boans in accordance wlth the terms of repayment 5peci
lied in loan agreements concluded with respect to such loans pursualit tO
Article III (b) of this Agreement.

ARTICLE III

In pursuance of the objectives of this Agreement, the Governine-nt 0
Canada and the Govermnent of Jamalca, acting dlrectly or through ht
approprïate agencies, may conclude from tume to time subsidiary rOne
ments, evidence by letters, notes or memoranda in writîng, relating tO tl
following matters:
