And,
yet, despite al! the boasting of the
world about freedom to think, here are
religious guides having no thoughts for
themselves and no verities to impart to
the sin-sick souls who vainly look to
them as Cicerones in this puzzled and
puzzling earth estranged from its
heaven. True, the Catholic believes in
infallibility, but he knows in this his
reason does not suffer viclence, for he
knows that the God who gave him rea-
son and set its limit, teaches him in
Christ’s divine proxy, the Church.
