ARRAIGNS DALFOUR, REPLYING TO THE

In the course of the great debate in the
Houee of Commons, June 26, on John
Morley’s moticn f censure, Mr. Balfour
undertook to defend his adminlstration,
Lord Mayor Sixton replied with great
vigor,  In the contention of his speech he
std : 1 entertain the hope that when the
Liberal Usionists’ aberration of intellect
psses away, and a lucid in‘erval r-turns,
tee riyhit honorable gentleman (Bsifour)
will be the lact imperial sccretary to the
lord /eatenent of Ireland. If it can be
proved that the government have under-
wined respect for the law the rest of the
wmotlen must stand, because where they
do the minds of the people must te
estrenged from the government, and
where the mivda of the people ara
estapged not only are the interests of the
reslin demeaged but the stability of the
reslm is endangered, Trere are just two
weys and no more for producing respect
for the law. You may do it by terror,
axd you may preduce it by deserving the
ccnfidence of the pecple. I ask how toe
coerclon act produced the respect that is
due to foar? Turu to the first section of
the act by which the government were
d and empowered to eet up a
nber io lielawd., 1t has been set
up in different parts of Ireland, and what
kas bappened under1t ! Iwpudent sgents
of the government have imperiinently
attempted to intrcduce themselves futo
the must private affales of life, They have
attempted to come between father and
son, between parishicver and priect, be-
tween bspker and client. In varlous
parts of Ireland men in different grades
of eoclety bave been sent to prison, some
for takizg no notice of the suImouns,
same for dec.inlng the oath, and come for
dinging back Impertinent questions, and
1lay down without fear of contradiction
that {n no one cace where a man hes been
fmipriconed bis impiieonment succeeded in
compelling him to answer. Your star
chamber hes proved to be a dead letter.
Une of the principal purpotes of the
coercion act was the suppression of the
National Lergue. Have they suppressed
the Natioual Lesgue? We are already
senfrouted with 1he eviderce of two
:13 of the government, one of whom

columns of this probibited matter, The
lesgue is altogether suppressed in the
county Clare. It {s there a thing of the
pact, yet I fiad that there were held, and
are herereported, the meetings of fourteen
Lranches, and In almost every one of them
the parish clesgyman was in the chair.
Law never falls into such utter disrepute
a8 when it 13 seen to be Impotent as well
e8 repulsive.

le—I tell him that if a star chawber
ia set up in Dublin, the inqulsition will
be severely dealt with, I a:k, is not ro-
spect for law undermined when men can
have no respect for its adminlstration?

We bave
heard a great deal about the resident
moaglatrates, They are the most nonde
script and maud!in collection of curiosttie:

Who are those men? A few of them are
bricfl 8, a score of them are incapacitated
commacders, anothor score of them are
ex cflicers of the police, aud some of them,
to my own knowledge, are men who weie
were ignorant idlers, pitchforked on to
the coercion bench for no better reason
that any man can diecover than that the
government were sati:fied by their prac
tical experience as to their beilng fi: for
nothirg useful, and that therefure they
might possibly be fit for that, These
magistrates in the nain have nno kuow..
edge of the Jaw and no experience of
public affslrs, and they are opposed by
soclal prejudice and personal interest to
tke people. Let me eive iwo or three
examples of them. Me, Hamilton is a
man who fawned upon the member fir
Northeast C.rk when he thought the
home rule bili might possib'y become law,
He 18 the same Mr, Hamllton who wrote
a letter to you, eir, and who was unable
to state the cbarge in legal language.

Dillon, another of theee
magistrates, declared irom the beuch that
a proclamation from the chief secretary
for Irelend had me:de a meeting illegal,
and that the proclamation had been iesued
by virtue of the coerclon act, while we
who are neither lawyers nor magistrates
are well aware that no proclamation of
the chief secretary or of the government
of Ireland can make a meeticg illegal,
ard that even if it could be he has no
power to fssue prcc'amatione. Captain
Maszey aud Mr, Irwin, two tuore of these
raagistrates, have laid dowp from the
bench the doctrine that the coercion act
overturns the fundamental rnle of law
because In it they ruled that the onus of
PROOF OF GUILT
does not lie upon the crown, but that the
onus of proof of innocence lies upun the
defendant. Mc, Cscil Roche imaginee
thet when he concented to state a case that
the optlon of the court to which the case
was to be stated lay not with the defend.
ant but with bimself. Mr, Cecil Roche
glves a man a month in jail for laughing
at a policeman, and Mr, Cecll Roche gets
himeelf into a jadicial temper and beats
the people with his stick befcre he goes on
the bench, and after that sallfes out from
the bench and escorts the prisoners to a
railway statlon. His custom—or at any
rate be has upon more than four occaslors
ordered a rifle butt end charge at the peo-
ple in the street, and takes a leading part
in ivhimself, Thoee are the sdministra-
tors of the law, and those being the
adminlstrators of the law, what respect
for law can there be?
