Timothy Healy, who had gtepped forwerd
to aid Mr, O'Brien, was met by a buyonet

injured. A number of reporters were
maltreated. Mr, O'Brien complained to
the msagisirate that the police were
attempting to incite a bloody riot,
During the melee Mr, O'Brien was
struck violently in the breast with a ritle
stock, Scores of persons were injured.
The court issued a warrant for the arrest
of Wm. O'Brien and then adjourned.
Police with fixed bayonets are patrolling
the streets of the town,

When the trial was resumed next day
Mr. O'Brien was absent. The trisal, how-
ever, proceeded in his abeence, and he
was convicted and sentenced to four
months’ imprisonment without hard
labor, The police have as yet discovered
no clue to Mr. O'Brien’s whereabouts,

It is estimated that eighty persons
were wounded in the melee, Mr, Healy
states that Mr, O'Brien will surrender
himself, but that he willappeal. He will
thus bave a few weeks ot undisturbed
{freedom,
