A Gossipy Article From OurZOwn Correspon-
dent on the Condition of the Market and
the Activity of Those Who Have B. C.

London, May 6. — Are we to have
a boom in British Columbia at last? Well,
it is difticult to decide whether or no
there is enough backbone in the British
Columbia section and its supporters to
warrant such an attempt, but undoubt-
edly there are signs that the English in-
vestor is beginning to appreciate the fact
that the mines of the province will sooner
or later, e a great name for British Co-
lumbia in Europe. Of late there has been
a growing disposition to attract public
attention to the more prominent com-
panies, and the big upward movement
that has taken place in B. A. C’s and Le
Rois has, of course, helped those who have
been trying to push British Columbia
mining. That Canadian mining is attract--
ing the attention of others than those
whose interests mnaturally may tend to
color their views is proved by the follow-
ing liné or two from last night’s Pall Mall
Gazette, Millionaire Astor’s ably edited
and influential {)ournal:

“It seems probable that some determin:}
ed efforts will be made before long to!
start British Columbia generally on the
up-grade.”

Now, dn expression of opinion such as
this is worth columns of the nonsense
which you will read in organs claiming to
be usually well inform about British
Columbia. It shows that the organ which
belabored/ Whitaker Wright so unmerciful-
ly some time ago over certain actions of his
is quite ready to act fairly and call atten-
tion to developments as they present
themselves, irrespective of the man or
men to whom they owe their origin.

G. M. King and Jay Benn Tell About the
Okanogan Free Gold Mines.

G. M. King, director, and Jay Benn,
foreman of the Okanogan Free Gold Mines
have arrived in the city from these prop-
erties. The latter has been working on
the properties for the past six months,
and the former has spent the past two

H. R. Dunlop Tells of His Recent Ex-
periences There.

In the tent with me was
Joseph N. Hermsen, who for a couple of
years ran a butcher shop on Columbia
avenue, near the city offices. One day the
news was brought in that there was a
man frozen, exhausted and dying on the

Why, it was Harry Lipman, formerly of
this city. He was completeiy exhausted,
and he wanted the members of the rescue
