INNEXT 3 MONTHS

| Hilaire Belloc, in_ ALirticle on Lat-
est Drive, Says It is Last Ef-
fort of Enemy.

London, Oct. 27—Hilaire Belloc
sums up as follows the military and
political aspects of “the new move in
the Near Fast”—to link up Coastan-
tineple with the Central Empires:

“1. It is the last effort of the Aus-
tro-Germans to create a diversion be-
fore their effectives begin to fail That
they can keep these at full strength
six weeks more is doubtful, that they
can keep them two months more is
improbable, that they can keep them
three months more is mathematically
impossible, i '

“2. The effort has mainly a political
| object. German control in Constantin-
ople, with full oportunities for mun-
itioning and equipping the Turks,
| would have a very grave effect
| throughout all hither Asia and the
| Mohammedan world. The calculation
i is that this would compel Britain and

| France to drain off great numbers of
{ men to this field.

*3. The Austro-Germans are com-

pelled to make this effort with such
| insufficient forces that they would
| never have undertaken it without the
aid of Bulgaria. Their losses have al-
ready been exceedingly heavy, which
increascs their dependence upon Bul-
garian aid.

“s. It is certain that Bulgaria’'s aid
is given at a price—one may conjec-
ture, only for a time. Bulgaria holds
the door to Constantinople. It is im-
. mznsely to her advantage to continus
| to hold it. It is no advantage *o her
| King or her people merely to be ab-
sorbed in the German scheme. There-
fore, we shall not fully understand
this probably doubly treasonable Bul-
garian plan until we see what form 1t
wil take when the Austro-German de-
cline in effectives begins in the very
near future.”

PARCELS 1O SOLDIERS.

The conditions of delivery in con-
nection with parcels mailed to pris-
oners of war in Germany and to men
serving with the Mediterranean lorce,
especialy, though this may be ap-
| plied to all the men of foreiga ser-
| vice, has caused the postmaster-gen-
{eral to call attention to the iollowing
recommendations which are the re-

sult of experience in the army post
office:

Small parcels are found to arrive
in better condition than large parcels.
1 If a large consignment has to b~ sent
it is better to send two or three small
parcels than one large one.

All parcels should be as u:early
round as possible, and should pe well
I padded with shavings, crumpled papes

or similar protective material.

The outer covering should consist
of strong linen, calico, or canvas, or
| other textile material, and should be
| securely sewn up.

As an alternative, parcels may be
packed in boxes made of strong
double corrugated cardboard or straw-
board.

It is undesirable to use wooden and
metal boxes with square corners, since,
although such boxes usually form an
| adequate protection to the contents,
| they are liable to damage other par-
cels in transit.

Parcels merely wrapped in paper
or packed in thin cardboard boxes.
such as shoe boxes, cannot be accept

ed.

No perishable articles may ve sent.
and anything likely to become  soit
or sticky, such as chocolates and
sweets, should be packed in tins.
