SOLDERS VAN
{0 FNSH WaR

Only Five Men Out of Ten
Thousand Desirous of
Peace at Present
Timfz

L —o—

New York, Feb. 20.—A few weeks
ago, on the publication of the Ger.
man government's peace proposals,
which suggested a conference of -the
warring powers to discuss peace, the
British  military authorities . in
France sounded the enlisted men in
the first line trenches to ascertain

their views a8 to the desirability of-

peace negotiations along - the lines
proposed by the Germans. The views
of about 10,000 men were obtained
confidentially, without the 'men be.
ing made aware that their replies
were intended for record. - When
these replies were tabulated by the
war office it was found that out of
the 10,000 men only five were in
favor of peace negotiations on the
German terms. Out of every 1,600
men who were questioned there was
found just one who was in favor of
paying any attention to Germany'’s
proposition. The other 1,599 favor-
ed a fight to a finish or a peace dic-
tated by the allies.

From official sources in London
the replies of some of the men were
received today. These replies, it
was said, were selected at random,
and were expressive of the average
views of the men who were ques-
tioned. Some of these replies follow:

Corporal, Royal Morth Lancs.—
Yes, 1 have heard that there has
been considerable excitement in Ber-
lin over peace talk. Well, so far as
I am concerned, it is only pure bluff.
They are trying to catch us napping,
but they won't get away with it, al-
though I won’t be much surprised if
it does lead to peace in time,

Private Hospital Corps, Ninth
Corps—It is all a part of the game.
So they want peace. Well, they'll get
it. Just wait until next spring, for
the Germans will get it then, and
they will get it bally well, too.

Will End Allies’ Way. /

Private, Ammunitiéon Column —
You ask me what I think about Ger-
many’s peace offér. I think that they
know that they are beaten and they
are trying to fool the world, as they
have been doing all along, with such
talk as that they never did want any
war. It is dll a trap. The war may
not last much I'onger, but it will end
our way, not theirs.

Corporal, Thirty-Sixth Division —
My answer is that just now we are
all elated because of the good news
from the front around Verdun. Ver-
dun is a splendid answer to the ar-
rogant terms of the German tyrant.
Every blessed. Tommy out here
knows that Cousin Fritz is licked,
and now it
time until the job is finished.

Private, Sixteenth . Division—=So
the Kaiser has proposed peace! It
is generally the nation that ig get-
ting beaten that asks for peace.,

Gunner, Forty-Seventh Division—
They want peace, do they? Well,
Willie will get it all right, but he

will have to wait a bit longer. We.

may just as well as not have a few
months more to do the job properly.
Anyway, we have a lot more foot-
ball matches to play yet.

Private, Royal Welsh Fusiliers—
You tell me that the Kaiser wants
peace now. Some say we ought to
have peace if it’s the right kind and
others say we ought to fight until we
get into Germany. For my part, I
think we ought to get Fritz beaten
good and well, much as I personally
would like to see peace restored.

Private, Ninth Corps—I have
read (he peace terms, as they are
called, offered by Germany..It would
be all right  if it was a peace that
would prevent a repetition of this
war in a few years. In my opinion
the only peace the allies should en.
tertain is one that will finish Ger.
many once and for all.

Private, Royal Welsh Fusiliers—
There should *be just one answer to
that talk from Berlin, and that is:
“Strafe the Boches.” The war has
brought a lot of us to our senses. We
live like rabbits in the ground, but

we are happy and we can stick it-

out if the folks at home can. And
we will.

Corporal, Twenty-fifth Division—
1 am strongly of the opinion that
this war will soon be over. I give
it three months. The Germans are
asking for peace, but [ prefer stop-
ping out here another twelve months
to granting any peace on -German
terms. God willing, I hope to stick
it out to a victorious end,

Corporal, Sixteenth Division—We
must go on with the fight until we
have thoroughly established that
right goes before might. :

Hospital Orderly, Sixteenth Divi-
sion—Of course we will fight to a
finish, and we have already got them
beaten on this end.

Lance-Corporal, Sixteenth Divi-
sion—I have seen in the papers that
the Kaiser is asking for peace, but I
don’t think there is any likelihood
of it for some time to come, and
when it does come I hope it will be
of the unconditional surrender sort.
Anyway, it is up to us to keep at it
until the German is. fairly beaten.

Private, 109th Brigade—So far as
the Kaiser's offer of peace is con-
cerned, he might just as well keep it
at home, for we are for a fight to a
finish. If the Kaiser doesn’t believe
it, let him wait and see. e

Private, Ninth Corps—I think the
peace proposals, as given out in Ber.
lin, absolutely *ridiculous and just
about worthy of those who made
them. Nobody wants peace more
than I do, or for that part,’any of
the rest of us, but to me we ought
to have it on our own terms, even if
we have to fight for two more years.

LONDON IN
"WARTIME

Such a vivid portrayal of war con-

ditions as has never been equalled
in this city, supplemented by a mag-
nificent comprehension of ‘her sub-
ject' by thie speaker that, together
with ker wonderful flights from
scenes of the most.touching pathos to
incidents of lightness and laughter,
her striking contrasts ' aecompanied
by her exceptionally adaptable and
appropriate eartoons and caricatures
carried away.in raptures of delight
and emotion, the audience that turn-
ed out last night to hear Miss Ada
Ward lecture “London in War
Time.” To none who wei'e present
will ever again be acéorded the pri-
vilege, if ®o it muy be deseribed, of
professing an ignorance of the situa-
tion in war stricken England, for the
clearness of the presentation in-
troduced the heat'er into an intimate
knowledge of the ecircunistances
there.

“What London was like in early
war time, I cannot tell you,” com-
menced Miss Ward, “for I, like many
others, totally blind to the war cloud
in the offing, was enjoying a pleas-
ure trip in Norway.” The speaker
continued, relating her flight home,
while the precincts of the North Sea
remained  safe; the arrival of ' the
vessel at the Firth of Forth, where
the might of Britain was prepared
at full steam, ‘ever ready’; the trans-
formation of the people, in their
preparation for the coming conflict;
and lastly the different atmosphere
that then prevailed. The first im-
pression striking a visitor on his ar-
rival in the center of the British Em-
pire, the metropolis of the world, at
that time was the attitude of the
children, free from school who para-
ded the streets in khaki—brown
paper that had beep commandeered
irom some mysterious source —
carrying standards calling upon
everyone to ‘skin the German sisi-
ges,” a sentiment in miniature that
characterised the whole British. peo-
ple. The Kaiser, thought Miss Ward,
had he witnessed these displays of
ferocity, might well have hesitated
in precipitating a struggle, for- he
would have seen what he least ex-
pected, Britain Prepared!

The street scenes of the early days
of the war were descriptively review-
ed. by the lecturer, the immediate
changes that new eonditions engend-
ered, being brought to mind by the
ready use of sketches. The depart-
ure of the first regiment of reser-
vists for the front, the supplanting
of motor vehicles by horse drawn
conveyances of the time of Dickens,
the new occupations of the fiower
women, the difference in the dis-
plays in shop windows, where tele-
grams and war relies replaced cost-
ly furs, beautiful silks, and glitter-
ing jewelry were all’ described. Miss
Ward told of the situation faced by
Londoners in the ecarly stages of the
war. One of the most important
problemg being the. care of the Bel-
aian refugees who arrived in  the
capital by the train load. Many
questions had been asked of r
since her arrival in this country,
about these homeless people, ' said
the speaker, who then proceeded to
enlighten her audience on the sub-
ject. There were two classes, those

-who had previously lived mear the

German frontier, and who for many
vears past had been nursed by Teu-
ton gold and influence, and who
were - conseguently decidedly pro
German, but on' the contrary, there
were many who spoke the .French
language and whose svmpa'thles were
emphatieally with the allies. This
latter class were now l)ocouung‘glhzsg-
milated with facility into the British

population, and were hgin.g_ trans-
formed with equal rapidity into use-
citizens.

Charges of Extortionate
Prices Heard by Commit-

tee on High Cost
. of Living
LAND CULTIVATION

Is Again Discussed and Ac-

tion Taken in the Matter

Charges of extortionate prices set
by local coal dealers were heard by
the committee on the high cost of
living at its. regular meetin~ last

night. Two reputable citizens were
present, both of whom preferred
charges against F. H. Walsh and

Company, citing specific instances.
In two cases as high as twenty dol-
lars per ton had been charged for
cannel coal, fifteen dollars per ton
for stove coal and- twelve for fur-
nace coal. The evidence given was
accepted, and it was decided to in-
vite Mr. Percy Walsh of the Walsh
Coal contpany Lo be present at the
next meeting of the committee to
reply to%he charges. Mr. Louis
Stander of the Standard Coal Com-
pany will 2iso be invited to be pre-
sent. :
Somie little discussion was given
the question of the exportation of
Canadian fish to the United States;
upon which subject Mr. Keen was
instructed to write and obtain infor-
mation, following which the matter
will probably be submitted to the
city council.

Waste Land Cultivation.
' Mr. Roy Schuyler, District Repre-
sentative of the Department of Agri-
culture, was present at the ‘meeting
in order to give his-views upon the
question of the cultivation of vacant
land in the city, which had been
moved, at the last meeting of the
committee. Mr. Schuylér cited
many instances where workingmen
had succeeding in making small gar-
dens in their yards and stated that
a campaign along somewhat similar
lines was soon to be launched by the
department of agriculture.

Mr. A. S. Brown spoke from per-
sonal experience, having raised in
his own garden for some years past
more vegeiables than necessary to
supply his own needs.

Ald. Mellen suggested that all
persons owning vacant lots which
they themselves did not gntend to
use should allow, the usé of the land
to others who would cultivate it.
The committee chairmen of the city
eouncil, he suggested, might look af-
ter the administration of the syste
in their. respective wards. ' N

Mr. Keen emphasized the need of
impressing upon the public the re-
turns to be derived, froni’ the labor
entailed in the,work, of cultivation.

Mr. Ward believed that at the
present- time af, least sixty per cent.
ot--the homes, of t{é city had . gar-
dens at-the present-time, from mo-
tives either of profi or of recreation.

Mr. Keene gonsidered ' that the
employers of the city shonld be will-
ing to meet their employes half-way
in the matter of allowing;them spare
time. in which.to carry out the work
of cultivation,,. -

A hoe, a nake and a fork, Mr.
Schuyler . congidered, ,Would be all
the implements necessary for the
work, while $1.50. per annum would
cover the cost of seeds, potatoes ex-
cepted.- The,ecqmmitte¢ agreed that
with the public once. edficated to the
benefits of the .schemg; it should
prove a suceess. .

Mr.:Schuyler told of the custom in
American cities, as well as fh Eng-
land, whereby vacant, lots outside of
the c¢ity were put into shape at the
expense of the municipality and then

cultivation purposes. Mr. Keen fav-
ored this method,  expressing the
opinion that the city council should
be prepared to make an expropria-
tion for this purpose.

Potatoes, corn and beans- were in-
stanced as the vegetables that could
be easiest and.most profitable to
grow. Wi

Mr. Keen ppihted out the fact that
the spare lahor of the country should
be utilized at guch a time as this and
that the impending shortage in farm
production could be at least partial-
ly made up by the carrying out of
the system.
