the centuries from the tenth onward,
not only so long as they remained ex- 4
clusively Oriental products, but long
afterwards, when the Delft wares of
Holland were made in such vast quan-
tities as reproductions. The ,
trade in porcelain between China and
Europe was first begun in Holland.
Patterns of the blue-willow, blue Nan-
kin and the blue onion-~later called
the “Danish”—were the order of the
day, in its first period of its introduc-
tion, and it is worthy of note that
these same designs are popular dec-
erations to this day.

About the middle of the seventeeth
century the Chinese were rigorously
pushing their trade with Europe, and
had then realized the necessity of pro-
viding artiftles and forms appropriate
to the manners and customs of west-
ern life. Prior to - this time, plates
were made like saucers and cups were
without handles, and such articles as
tureens, vegetable dishes, sauce boats,
rim plates and handled teacups were
unknown to the Oriental, and must
of necessity be provided if the volume
of trade was to be increaséd, and the
hold upon European markets main-
tained.

Applied embossments, to serve as
handles and knobs, took a definite
form; tureens were fitted with masks
and grotesque heads of animals for
these purposes; cups, jugs, etc.. re-
ceived handles formed like twisted
branches, springing from the body and
continuing in foliated sprays over the
surface, forming more or less orna-
mental designs, sometimes to be carried
further by other methods of decora-
tion.

The Nankin porcelain originated in
the town of King-te-Chin, in the Pro-
vince of Keang-Su, and obtained its
name from the fact that the shipping
port of this district was Nanking.

King-te-Chin had been the chief
centre of the porcelain trade for many
years. The imnortance of the citv and
the extent of its porcelain industry
may be guessed from the fact of about
one million people being embloved.
and three thousand firing kilns being
onerated. Longfellow thus writes of it
in his “Keramos":

“And, bird-like, poised on balanced
wing,

Above the town of King-te-tching,

A burnifg town, or seeming so,

Three thousand furnaces that glow

Incessantly, and fill the air

With smoke uprising gyre on gyre,

And painted by the lurid plare

Of jets and flashes of red fire.”

Snake poison, gen-
erally speaking, has two distinct ef-
fects. It destroys in some mysterious
way the fibrin of the blood, thereby
causing the latter to behave as if di-
luted and to filter through the walls
of the veins and arteries. In addition,
it paralyzes the nerve centres and so
affects the heart, sometimes bringing
death by suffocation.

LEMBERG RICH IN NAMES,

It Has Had Twenty-Seven Differ-
ent Ones in Its Career.

Many cities are known by more than
one name, but it is given to few to re-
Jjoice in more than half a dozen dis-
tinctive cognomens. But the historic
Galician City of Lemberg has been
known at one time or another by no
less than twenty-seven diffefent appel.
lations. 2

According to the Polish Bulletin, the
ancient Ruthenian names for Lwoff
were Lwow, Lwiw, Lwihrad, Lwiho-
rod, llwiw; the Germans called it
Lemborg, Lemberg, Lemburg, Loewen-
burg; the Latin and pseudo  Latin
names jnclude Lebburga, Lamburga,
Leontopolis, Leone, Livivia, Leopolya;
in the thirteenth century it was known
to the Greeks as Lithon and Lifbada.

The patriarchs of Constantinople,
Alexandria and Jerusalem referred to
it as Leovios and Leonopolis; the
Turks call it in their books 1114, Tlbo,
Ilbot, Ilibow, Ilbadir; the Armenians
gave to it the name of 1lof; the Rus-
slons have lately baptized it Lwoff.

The real name of the city, it is as-
serted, is the Polish one of Lwow,

Which  literally translated means
Lion City.

' Origin of the Clearing House.

THE CURIOUS BANANA TREE.

A Plant That Will Practically
Grow While You Wait.

If a good sized, healthy banana tree is
cut off a few feet above the ground dur-
ing the wet season the trees will not gie,
but nine times out of ten will. send up
a new shoot from the centre of the trunk
and will grow fast enough to make up
for lost time, for within forty-eight hours
it will rear waving green leaves triumph-
antly above the severed trunk.

The secret lies in the fact that the
trunk of the banana tree Is not hard and
woody like other trees, but is really com-
posed of undevelojed lcaves wranped
tightly together in a spiral form. When
the tree grows these rolled up leaves push
upward and nierely unroll. Thus no
time is lost in forming huds and &row-
ing leaves as to ordinary trees. When
the trunk is cut off it doesn’t interfere
with the growth of the leaves, because
they are always pushing up from the
centre of the stalk. If you will roll a
sheet of paper tightly and nush against
one end you will see exactly how the
leaves are pushed up from the trunk of
the banana tree, and if you cut the roll
In two you will find that it doesn’t pre-
vent you from pushing out the centre of
the roll as' before.

Although the banana tree repairs an in-
Jury so rapidly and well, the shoot form-
ed from tne cut stalk seldom bears fruit
or flowers. As these shoots are taller
and stronger than the original trees,
however, thev are much better adapted
to withstand wind and storms, and the
natives frequently cut the banana trees
in order to force them to produce the
strong, frultless yrowth and to serve as
windbreaks for other crope.
