New York, May 22.—Steamer “Cel­
tic,” from Liverpool, and steamer “ Bri­
tannic,” from New York for Liverpool 
(both of the White Star line), collided 
350 miles off Sandy Hook bar at 1 a. m. 
to-day, and were accompanied in by the 
steamers “ British Queen” and “ Maren­
go,” to render aid if necessary. Four of 
the “ Brittanic’s” steerage passengers were 
killed by the collision.

The new racing yacht “Thistle” lost 
her bowsprit and was otherwise damaged 
in lier run from the Clyde to Cowes dur­
ing the gale of Friday. On the trip the 
“ Thistle” rescued three men in a lifeboat 
belonging to the steamer “ Harkaway,” 
which had foundered. Sixteen live# were 
lost when the steamer went down. The 
lifeboat originally carried six persons, 
but three succumbed to privation.

Returning From the States.— Wed­
nesday’s Sun states that the steamer Cum­
berland arrived on Tuesday afternoon with 
a large number of passengers, some fifty 
of whom were men belonging to P. Ê. 
Island, ' Noya Scotia, and parts of this 
province along the line of the J. C. K. 
These men had gone to valions parts of 
the New England States in search of work 
from one to ten months ago, and were go­
ing back to their native places sadder but 
wiser men.

There is great distress in some parts of 
Texas. In several conutics the great mass 
of the people arc represented as having 
no money, no credit, no crop prospects 
and no property that can be sold, pledged 
or mortgaged., Mirny are living upon half 
rations ot corn bread and tank water, 
and the seed corn and cotton have rotted 
in the ground. In one precinct in Medina 
county 300 men, women and children 
are in a famishing condition, and in other 
precincts the people will soon starve un­
less help is furnished.

The Charlottetown Patriot says :—Dur­
ing the past week some twentv sail of 
Nova Scotia, Newfoundland and Magda­
len fishermen have arrived at Sou vis. 
While off the north side they got jammed 
in the ice and caught quite a number of 
seals. One vessel alone took 900 ; others 
report from 50 to 400. In all between 
2,000 and 2,500 seals were caught by 
some ten schooners. The seals will be 
sent for sale to Halifax and other ports. 
Such a catch of seals on our island coast, 
we believe, was never known before.

CHURCH AND STATE. 

the validity of alleged ritualistic
CHANGES TO BE TESTED IN THE COURTS.

(Freilericton Gleauer. )
Mr. Geo. J. Bliss has determined to test 

in the courts the validity of the changes 
in the ritual made by the Rector of Fre­
dericton in conducting services in Parish 
church. The parish church is supported 
simply by rents derived from lands grant­
ed by the crown to the church corpor ation 
one of the grants being to provide for the 
l ector’s salary and the other for the main­
tenance of the church. Mr. Bliss has be­
gun a suit iu equity to restrain the cot po­
tation from using the rents derived fi-om 
the last -mentioned grant. He claims 
that, to use the words of Lord Beaeons- 
field, the corporation in accepting grants 
of this nature—“ enter into a contract 
with the state” and can be held to the 
performance of it in the same manner as 
private individuals can be compelled to 
perform their contracts. The bill, which

com- 
conimittce to 

give the police instructions; Imtwith the 
proviso that they should not involve the 
city in an y costs whatever. This commitee 
are left to use their o»n discretion as to 
the instructions the}' issue ; and as they 
will not lie backed by the Council in any 
costs, etc., that may come friSm legislation 
it is pretty evident what the result will be.

THE LATE C. F. SMITHERS.

The late C. F. Smithers, president of 
the Bank of Montreal, who died in Mon­
treal ou the 20th inst., was born in Lon­
don, Eng., in 1822, and came over to 
Canada in 1847 as accountant of the Bank 
of British North America. After serving 
in the Montreal office for seven years, first 
as accountant and afterwards as sub-mana­
ger, lie was sent to Brantford, Ont-, to 
take charge of the Bank of British North 
America there. He remained in Brant­
ford two and a half years, when he was 
piomotcd to the management of the Bank 
of British North America at St. John, X. 
B. He entered the Bank of Montreal on 
the 1st June, 1858, and went to New 
York as the senior agent of the bank 
there, resigned in May, 1863, ami came 
to Montreal to take charge of the agency 
of the London and Colonial Bank. After 
three years lie returned to New Yoik and 
commenced business as a private banker, 
and again entered the service of the Bank 
of Montreal as chief agent in 1869. He 
came to Montreal iu October, 1879, and 
accepted the general managership, vice 
Mr. R. B. Angus, and on the 7th June, 
1881, lie was elected President, lie was 
very highly esteemed by everyone in the 
hank’s service. He leaves an unbroken 
family of six sons and five daughteis.— 
Mrs. Smithers also survives him.
