Ottawa, April 9.—Orders were issued 
this evening in connection with the recruit­
ing of the fourth contingent for South Af rice. 
There will be four régiments, to be known 
as the 3rd, 4th, 5th and 6th Canadian 
Mounted Rifles. They will be armed, 
clothed and equipped as the Imperial 
Yeomanry of His Majesty’s forces. The 
conditioned service will be for twelve months 

until the termination at the present 
war in South Africa, 'tilt pay will be the 
same as that of the Second Rifles, namely: 
Cavalry rate from date of enlistment to 
embarkation, the Imperial Yeomanary rates 
from that day on; the age not under 20 
years nor over 40; the standard height has 
oeen changed to not under 5 feet 4 inches, 
nor more than 5 feet 11 inches, and the 
weight not more than 180 pounds, instead 
of 185, as previously stated. The chest 
measurement will be not leestban 34 inches. 
The mettrai requirements qualifications 
are the same aa those of the Mounted Rifle* 
preference to be givre to men who have had 
previous servira in Sooth Africa, sod single 
men; married men and widowers with 
children will be accepted conditional on no 
separation allowance being issued.

Regimental staff—One lieutenant, 1 major 

second in command, 1 adjutant, 1 medical 
officer, 1 sergeant-major, 1 quarter master- 
sergeant, 1 rook, 16 private», 2 clerks. 2 
orderlies, 2 medical officers, 16 batt-men.

Squadron establishment—One major or 
captain, 4 subalterns, 1 squadron major, 1 
squadron quartermaster-general, 1 farrier 
sergeant, 4 sergeants, 8 shoeing smiths, -1 
sad 1er, 2 buglers, 6 corporals, 97 privates, 
total, 121.
