Mr. Cartwright Refuses to Meet His
Opponents at the Nogimtion
Meeting.

Desperate Straits of the Late Reform
Party—The ex-Premier to the
Free Specch Dented—indignation Meet-
ing of Censervatives.
From Our Own Reporter.] _
SearorTH, Oct. 26.—The nominations of
candidates to represent Centre Huron in
the Dominion Parliament took place at the
Town Hall to-day, The rominees were
Mr. Samuel Platt, of Goderich, in the

Conservative interest, and Mr. Richard
John Cartwright, of Napaunee, in the Re-
form interest. It was hoped that after the
nominations a meeting of -the candidates
would take place as is generally the case,
but the Reformers placeg such importance
on keepin% the Conservative view of public
questions from the electors that instead of
hooting down opponents as they frequently
do they resorted to extreme measures and
hired the only hall of any size in the town,
determined that no Conservative speaker
should enterit, and hoping that no Con-
servative speeches would be made. Fmdmﬁ
that the Reformers had taken the hal
the Conservatives asked them to give their
opponents the same privileges which their
opponents gave them, namely the privilege
of speaking for a certain time. This the
Reéformers of the town appeared at first to
concede, but before they could do so they
had to see Mr., Cartwright. When they
saw him, he would not listen to anything
of the kind, the wounds inflicted on
him at recent meetings in the county by
Messrs. J. J. Hawkins, Rowe and Gibson,
being too fresh. Besidesit would not do for
himan *‘Hon.” to expose himself in the town
of Seaforth to a good thrashirg from men
who had not even ‘ M.P.” attached to
their names. What was he todo? Al-
though he dreaded them, he must appear
most ankious to meet an opponent. He,
therefore, after assuring himself that no
Cabinet Minister was likely to be present,
sect word down that he would meet
no one but a Minister or the Conservative
candidate who should attend unaccom-
panied by his friends.: This offer it was
1mpessible for the Conservatives to accept,
and thinking afterwards that probably a
pecuniary consideration might have the de-
sired effect they proposed to pay half the
expense of the hall in return for the privi-
lege of speaking for a short time—the Re-
formers to have the right of opeming and
closing the meeting. By this time a tele-
gram had been received from Mr. Macken-
Zie, in reply to urgent appeals for his pres-
ence, announcing that he was on his way
to enter into the contest in Mr. Cartwright’s
behalf, which put an end to all negotia-
tigns. What were the Conservatives to
do ? was the next question. At first they
decided to take the town hall, but that hall
was only a small room and not nearly large
enough to accommodate the crowd which
would assemble. In view of this they de-
cided to address the electors in the open
air, which they did in amizzling rain in
front of the Commercial Hotel. The crowd
was very large notwithstanding the weather
and the ntmost enthusiasm was exhibited
in Mr. Platt’s behalf. The Reformers held
their meeting in Cardno’s Hall, where ad-
dresses were delivered by Messrs. Cart-
wright and Mackenzie. Neither Mr, Oliver
nor Mr, Pattullo, who were both present,
was called upon to speak, the whole time
being monopolized by the two ex-Ministers.
At the Conservative meeting the chair was
taken by Mr. T. D. Ryan, who made a
brief introductory speech. He concluded
by calling upon the Ministerial candidate.

Mr. Prarr said he was sorry that ar-
rangements could not be made by which he
and Mr, Cartwright could have met. He
for his part was not afraid to meet Mr.
Cartwright at any time, and all he wanted
was that he (Mr. Platt) and his friends
should have fair play and free discussion.
At all his meetings the Reformers had been
treated fairly, agd if they had any man-
hood they should be equally ready to af-
ford their opponents a hearing. Speaking
in the open air and on a wet day was rather
hard work ; he therefore would not take
up ‘much of the time of his hearers.

Sir John’s scheme was a stesmanlike
scheme and it would have been success-
fally carried out had it not been for that
race of politicians more desirons of
seizing the reins of fpower than of further-
ing the interests of the country.. Under
Mr. Mackenzie's policy what had the
country got? Little bits of railway here
and there, a few thousand tons of steel
rails scattered across the country from
British Columbia to Halifax, an expendi-
ture of eleven millions of dollars on noth-
ing, a vast amount of jobbery and corrup-
tion, and really nothing accomplished. Sir
John’s scheme would only have called for
thirty millions of dollars, and that amount
of money would have been replaced in the
Treasury by the sale of the Government
lands along the line of railway. The rail.
way wonl(i in fact, have cost the country
nothing, and the t increase in the na-
tional debt and the expenditure of public
money which had taken place under Mr.
Mackenzie would have been avoided.
Under Mr. Mackenzie’s management the
railway had got into such a state of abso-
lute confusion that Sir John Macdonald in
taking it up mi’fht just as well be re-
commencing it. The steel rails question
was of great importance in considering the
dealings of Mr, kenzie with the Pacific
railway.
