rejoicing. To thoughtful minds it
gave food for rcflection that the
strange coincidence of dates had been
undesigned by man. ‘I'be gay flags
and festoons of verdure on all sides
wore in keeping with the all-pervad-
ing feeling of glad thanksgiving,

.. 52 great was the conoourse that
the stalls of the choir wero given up
by the monks to their ecclesiastiosl
visitors, the community b-taking
themselves to the organ gsllery.
One layman, Lord Clifford of Chaud-
leigh, the qnasi-foander of the re-
siored sbBey, is allowed a-stall in
the eboir, by privilege of the abbot-
ggperal.

Nothing Really New.
A Bavarian professor has discover-
ed a document which establishes the
curions fact that the automobile was
known (o and used by the ancient
Romans: In the days of the Caesars
there was a famous writer of contem=~
poraneous chronicles—Julius Capito
linus—who has told that amongst the
relics left by the Emperor Com-
modus, were “ vehicles without har-
uess. (or horses), and of a novel con
struction, the wheels of which turn by
themselves around their axels, by
means of an ingenious mechanism.”
He adds: * Theseats were so ar-
rdoged that the driver was protected
from the rays ot the sun. Besides,
they were moveable and the traveller
could seat himself so as to have his
back turned to the wind.” This
must surely have been a convenient
carriage, and apart from all other car-
siderations, it must have been far
more wonderful than the automobile.
As to the driver being protected from
the rays of the sun ‘we can under—
stand a cover being fixed on, such as
we have on our top-buggies ; but we
do not exactly know how the seats
of a modern, horseless vehicle could
be so arranged as to permit of the
traveller keeping his back constantly
towards the wind Of course, there
is no explanation given regarding the
nature of the mechanical contrivance,
nor can we believe that the motive
power could bave been anything akin
to electricity. But the fact remains
that the automobile, in priociple at
least, was known to the ancients.

We are not at all surprised at this,
for decidedly the peoples of antiquity
possed arts and sciences, trades and
inveations, of which we have no
idea. We have never been able to
discover, and never will discover, by
what manner of contrivances the
Egyptians transported the immense
blocks of stone, from the far off
Armenian mountains, and hoisted
some of them several hundred feet in
air, and there set them in place with a
mathematical precision and exaetness
the delicacy of which defies all imi
tation and baffles all humao calcula-
tion and speculation, The same
could not be done to-day, even with
all our modern appliances,

From a pyramid to a pin is a great
stride; yet how was the “safety pin ”
used by nurses in our day, invented,
A gentlemaan travelling in Italy visited
the ruins of Herculaneum and Pom-
peii. He was attracted by a broken
piece of plaster that presented the
exact form of the modern * safety-
pin.” He took it up, examined it
carefully, weat home and made, with
wire, a fac simile of it; be got it pat-
ented, and cleared a fortune of sixty
million dollars in a few years. The
Roman toga that Cicero wore in the
Forum, when be pleaded for Milo,
and thundered against Cataline, was
clasped under the arm by an ordinary
““safety—pin, "'and these useful articles
were fabricated in thousands ia the
suburbs beyond the Janiculum.

Some day we will be told of the
telegraph and telephone between
Rome and Pisa, and possibly cities,
still more remote from the centre of
the Empire.

A Machine for &)unt-
ing Money.

An cld Treasury employee has
just invented an ingenious coin-
counting machine, It consists of a
round metal bopper into which coins
are poured. From this the coins
are fed into an attachmeat, or head,
as it is oalled, which is kept con.
stantly revolving by a crank operat-
ed by hand. Each revolutlon car-
ries 8ix or more coins through & re
gistering device which keeps track
of the exact number. There is a
different sized head for.each coin and
the change from } penniee
or from dimes to qu )r coins of
larger denomination can be made
instantly. It is eslimated that with
one of these machines a strong boy
can acourately perform the work of
five or six clerks. A device has als)
been planned which will count the
ecins in 100 or 200 lote, and by the
use of & paper carton they msy be
done up in packsges ready for hand-
ling ov shipment. By running them
consecutively through the various
heads a lot of coins may be separated
and counted at the same time. The
machine is expected to revclutioniz-
coin counting methods.—Evening
