AN INTER-URBAN ALLIANCE.
A new organization in the munici­

pal arena is now in process for forma­
tion in Edmbnton. With the civic 
elections near at hand a movement 
is on foot to form a new associai on. 
Several citizens who up to the pre­
sent have not been prominent in 
municipal politics have gotten to­
gether and temporarily organized the 
Intgr-Urban Civic Alliance. The 
aims of the party, as eet out by them­
selves so far, are to unite Edmonton 
and Strathcona in one city and ex­
tend and broaden the municipal fran­
chise at least as broad as the froiin- 
cial franchise. The organization 
will be further completed in the 
German Club Hall on Monday night, 
November 8th. The Alliance does 
not intend as yet to nominate candi­
dates, but next year expect to take 
some definite action on that line.

FIRE AT FORT SASKATCHEWAN.
A correspondent of the Bulletin 

sends the following additional parti­
culars-of the destruction of the Fort 
electric plant yesterday morning 
about half past nine o’clock. The 
alarm was tumeo^in by A. W. M. 
Campbell, postmaster, and although 
the fire brigade quickly responded, 
the fire had got a good hold before 
the hose was played upon it. The re­
sult was that the whole building, 
machinery, eto., is a total ruin. The 
Fort Electric company seems to be 
hoodooed right from the beginning. 
Four years ago Mr. Higrnan secured a. 
fifteen year franchise from the town 
and installed the plant formerly used 
by Strathcona. About six months af­
ter he formed a company, most of the 
town people buying shares. Even 
then the plant was noted for break­
ing down at most inopportune mom 
ents. About two years ago the plant 
was burned to the ground. This so 
«rippled the company that after run­
ning the plant spasmodically for 
about six months it closed down in a 
state of bankruptcy. Mr. Higrnan 
again secured control and had got 
the plant in running order about a 
week when yesterday’s accident oc­
curred, putting the plant out of busi­
ness once more.

UNIVERSITY LECTURES.
The University of Alberta will this 

winter provide for a series of lectures 
to be delivered by itg professors on 
this side of the river. By these lec­
tures many who are unable to enroll 
as regular students of the university, 
will be given the opportunity of stu­

dying under the guidance of the in­
stitution of higher learning, and the 
general public will be. brought close­
ly in touch with the chief intellectual 
influence in the province.

Some time ago Dr. Tory promised 
to establish a course of extension lec­
tures if public interest warranted it. 
A meeting was called last evening 
at which the ^matter was discussed 
and a formal request was made for 
the establishment ot a course of lec­
tures. To this request Dr. Tory as­
sented. A committee was appointd 
with E. B. Edwards as chairman, to 
make the necessary preliminary ar­
rangements. Hie course will consist 
of eight lectures by Dr. Broadus on 
English literature and four lectures 
by Professor Alexander on special 
subjects illustrating phases of Roman 
Life and History. A separate course 
in French by Professor Kerr is also 
proposed. The lectures by Dr. Broad- 
us and Professor Alexander will be 
given on Tuesday evening of each 
.week commencing on the 16th of Nov­
ember —four lectures only be given 
before the Christmas holidays. .Those 
who desire to attend the course <f 
lectures are requested to communi­
cate with Mr. Harold W. Riley the 
secretary, and to be present, at the 
first meeting whn the formal enrol­
ment meeting when the formal enroi- 
on enrolment is two dollars, covering 
the course of twelve lectures.

TO MEET IN WETASKIWIN.
Saturday’s Daily.

The final session of the teachers’ 
convention, held yesterday afternoon, 
was giVen over to the election of 
officers and the transaction of busi­
ness. It was decided to hold the 
next convention, in Wetaskiwin.

Premier Rutherford, who was a 
visitor to the Norwood school yes­
terday, made the important announce­
ment that the Department of Educa­
tion was arranging for the formation 
of a Provincial Education Associa­
tion. A convention of teachers from 
every pfiit of the province would 
probably be called in the spring of 
1910. The Premier spoke of the 
phenomenal growth of the Alberta 
school system. There were today 
about 40,000 pupils enrolled in the 
schools of the province, an increase 
in three years of over twenty-two 
thousand. He congratulated the 
teachers assembled on their splen­
did convention. He considered it 
the best ever held in the province.

The Premier regretted that the 
average length of time spent in 
teaching by Alberta teachers was 
but three years. He would the pro­
fession had the stability here that it 
had in Scotland, where the average 
length of time was seventeen years. 
The vocation of the teacher was a 
noble one and should not be re­
garded merely as a stepping stone to 
more lucrative employment.

GLADSTON^SPEAKS IN 
SEANCE HELD BY STEAD

i -----7T
English J ou rrvalist.,'Gives Views of 

“the Grand Old Man”—Ex-Prem­
ier, Long Dead, Says That the 
Lords Should Pass the Budget.

London, Nov. 3—William T. Stead,

—h
at the request of the Daily Chronicle, 
has induced1 his spirit “Julia” to ob­
tain an interview- with William Ewart 
Gladstone on the budget. According 
to the stenographic, report furnished, 
the test'was most successful and a 
definite statement was secured from 
’the grand -old man.

The scene occurred' at Mowbray 
house, with*the medium, a stenogra­

pher and Mr. Stead: present, while the 
"d «incarnate personalities taking part 

Included “Julia,” Cardinal Manning, 
Wm. Stead, jr., and Mr. Gladstone.

Tlie seance opened with a prayer 
and the singing of hymns, then tlie 
clairvoyant reported that on the pre­
vious evening she had received a long 
message fr-om Mr. Gladstone, which 
wàs much involved with even more 
than the usual Gladstonian para­
phrases, wherein Mr. Gladstone ex­
pressed considerable disinclination to 
return to “the limited melancholia 
of the arena of politic»,” as from “the 
.present outlook where a century 
counts a little more thon a moment, 
a paragraph on the printed page of 
time, the ebb and flow of events from 
day to day matters little.”

Gladstone Speaks.
After explaining how his mind was 

occupied with the manifestation of 
the divine omnipresent, Mr. Gladstone 
confessed : “An immense current of 
reiterated, ever-reiterated, vibration 
is drawing me toward another centre 
of energy. I seem for the moment 
to hear '.he roar of distant thunder, 
to feel the consciousness of suspende, 
the anticipation of turmoil and strife 
of ignoble party warfare.”

Finally. Gladstone agreed to speak, 
but 'before he had the opportunity 
Cardinal Manning intervened with a 
blessing. Then spoke Gladstone;—

“Julia has told me some one de­
sires to come in touch with me con­
cerning the present poeitiop of my 
old party and also on the state of 
English politics generally. The arena 
of the political world) was always dis­
tasteful to me. I only held my posi­
tion from a sense of duty to my race.”

Views on Budget.
Gladstone, when induced to express 

his views on the budget, -said;—
“In my opinion the upper chamber 

will act most inadvisedly if they re­
ject this financier-measure. I can 
well understand that there will 'be 
much in ite provisions to which they 
will distinctly object; nevertheless, it 
would be wise policy for them to pass 
this measure in agreement with, the 
principles embodied in the hill. The 
land proposals haVft obtained: h)y 
support, but the licensing clauses I 
am only partly iff sympathy with. 
This section of the bill should not 
be too rigidly insisted upon, as some 
clauses are too crudely constructed

; =—”------- •'
and will tend to produce muchyflrlo­
tion and confusion in their applica­
tion.”

Mr. Gladstone confessed1 that the 
old instincts of a politician were re­
vived within him, but he desired to 
get away from the turmoil. Mr. Stead 
induced him to say :—

“All my old instincts for battle, all 
that made me what I was as a poli-, 
tician are against the dominance of 
the lords.”

Battle Cry.
Gladstone, when pressed, gave this 

battle cry;— ■
“Away with that- inert mass of un­

representative opinion. The time is 
now pressing for a distinct, clear is­
sue. Let my people, let m.y old war­
riors appeal to the country on this def­
inite issue. This is a war cry which 
will rally to it many of the forces, 
many of the unite, which at the pre­
sent moment are in the balance. Let 
the cry be definite, clear, precise. It 
would not be advisable far the disso­
lution of parliament, to occur immedi­
ately.

“A compromise by the government 
is advisable, but when the issue has 
been narrowed, when the die has been 
cast, the step taken t;hen definite, 
dear, united action must be taken 
quickly."

“That means,” interposed Mr. 
Stead, “Down with the House of 
Lords altogether?"

“No,” retorted Gladstone, “only 
with the Lords as at present consti­
tuted. I am distinctly in favor of a 
second chamber. "

“Would you give the lords any fin­
ancial control?” asked1 Stead.

“Financial control should be vest­
ed entirely in the Lower House."

In Touch With Westminster.
“Do you keep in touch with the 

people at Westminster " asked Stead. 
“I am occasionally in contact with 
them. The energies liberated through 
this bureau have more strongly linked 
me with the political sphere and I 
will endeavor so far as possible to 
throw myself into the conflict, in­
spiring and encouraging those whom 
I can affect to carry onward and for­
ward the grand old banner of Liber­
alism.

“Yes, I will do this. We a.re going 
on to victory, notwithstanding the 
forces of self-interest and obscurant­
ism. We shall win, but the struggle 
will be severe, as many stubborn as 
well as open foes will have to be over­
come. This is one of tlie most criti­
cal periods in the history of the Brit­
ish race and upon the result depends 
the advancement or retardation of 
the nation.

“Let the nation not be narcotized 
by nostrums of tariff reform, but purg­
ing itself of selfish heresies, let it turn 
its attention not «only to the under­
standing of its real property to the 
comprehension of the vital factors in 
the health of its national life." Glad­
stone here ended with a promise to 
again communicate through "Julia.”
