The Premier tabled’ answers to
questions.

To Mr. Walsh he said that the only
payments made re the preparation of
the regulations of the Fisheries Act
was $250 to Mr. Brian Dunfield.

The Minister of Public Works
tabled answers to question.

Dr. Jones said that he had received
an unsatisfactory reply to his ques-
tion to the Premier re Poor Relief.
The hon. member took exception to the
fact that questions to which replies
were not asked, had been answered.

Mr, Higgins criticized in a very sev-
ere manner the way in which the Gov-
ernment had been answering ques-
tions. The answers received to cer-
tain questions were uncalled for. The
practical business of the House was
curtailed by this method of answering
guestions. Improper questions should
be struck out; caustic® questions
phould receive caustic replies, but it
was indecent and wunbecoming the
head of a department and unworthy
of the Premier to drag information
pot asked for into the answers.

The Minister of Justice was in ac-
cord with Mr. Higgins. He had dis-
sovered that some questions had not
been answered in a  strictly proper
manner.

" Mr. MacDonnell remarked that the
Bovernment and the Lobelia were
analogous to the Wooden Horse of
Troy and quoted “Timeo Danaos et
flona ferentes.”
