I .(stance to them But did the Gov­
ernment harken? Not so much that 
I jt conld be noticed a week or so ago.
I fie memorial continues:

“This district (Borgeo * laFolIe) 
owing to productive fisheries has 
paid Into the exchequer hundreds 
of thousands of dollars, and we now 
demand that some attention be giv­
en to the needs of the place (Burnt 
Islands). We were solid to a man 
in electing the present administra­
tion, but you will find us Just as 
solid, and far more determined to 
nphold our just and eternal rights 
as human beings. A long winter 
stares ns In the face nnd now Is the 
time to prepare. Sneh a condition 
tins never been thrust on us before 
and we demand prompt nnd effic­
ient action.”
The five names affixed to that me- 

I norial represent five of the most 
1 prominent citizens of Burnt Islands, 
leho signed on behalf of the voters of 
I that place and vicinity. Such a me 
lgorial adopted at a public meeting 
land bearing the signatures of men 
I whose names are a household word 
lia Burnt Islands ,and who are well 
I known in every settlement to the
■ Western section of the district, should 
I have produced 3 response comm en- 
I urate with the urgency of the de-
liand. But did it?• « « » • •

The Minister of Marine and Fish­
eries as Acting Prime Minister, began 
Ihls reply in a manner little calculated 
|to appease the resentment shown by 

people who had addressed them- 
IHives to him. He looked at it through

.Llewellyn Club.
ÉSV. R. J. POWER LECTURES.

The members of Llewellyn Club am^ 
their friends met to' Canon Wood Hall 
laetolght, the lower room of the build 
tog being taxed to capiclty. The 
President, Rev. B. C. Barp, introduced 
the speaker of the evening, Rev, R. J. 
Power, who delivered a very interest- 

| ing lecture on St. Patrick, which he 
j prefaced by many humorous legends 
: of that great missionary. He also 
1 spoke of the great influence the/Irish 
had exerted over the world at large, 
naming many of the greatest men :n 

, history who were of Irish birth and 
I j extraction. For instance of the 29, 
| j Presidents of the United States no 

lees than 12 were Irishmen, while,
, Lord Kelvin, who has received the 
! title of the Napoleon of Science, the 
I great Burke, Grattan, and the Duke 
i of Wellington were all Irishmen. The 
! date of St. Patrick’s birth is uncer­
tain; but it was probably about the 
\ year 389. He was the son of a deacon, 
Calpumius, and the grandson of a 

; presbyter named Potitus. His father 
| was a middle-class landed proprietor.
It seems certain that Patrick's home 

( is to be sought near the Severn, and 
it is conjectured at a place called Ban- 
wen in Glanmorsanshire. The British 

: name of the future apAstle was Sucat.
| Patrick was doubtless educated as a 
I Christian and was.imbued with* rever­
ence for the. Roman Empire. When 

j he was about sixteen years of age he 
I was carried off by a band of Irish 
■ marauders. His bondage lasted for 
I six lears. During this time he became 
j subject to religious emotion and he 
j had visions which encouraged him to 
effect his escape. It was doubtless 

I during his stay in Britain, that the 
| idea of missionary enterprise in Ire- 
! land came to him. Despite his natur- 
g al diffidence, and opposition on the 
| part of his relatives, Patrick resolvad 
I to return to Gaul in order to prepare 
himself for his mission. He proceeded 
to Auxerre, where he must have spent 

< at least fourteen years. He was cons?- 
! crated in 432. Patrick proceeded to 

•j Ireland and landed at Inverdea. He 
g immediately proceeded northward to 
I the kingdom of East Ulster. Landing 
! on the, shores of Strangford Lough.

, he commenced his labors. A convert 
chief naïqed Dicliu granted him a site 

, for an establishment. Several 
, churches seem to have founded in the 
! Kingdom of Meath by the Saint: 
he is stated to have visited Connaught 

1 on three different occasions, and to 
have founded churches; as regards 

! Ulster he established churches in the 
j three kingdoms of the province (Ail- 
! ech. Oriel and Ulidia.) Patrick’s 
; work is more closely identified with 
i the North of Ireland than the South;
I traces of his Mission, however, are 
to be found in Ossory and Muskerry.

! There is some evidence that hé made 
a journey to Rome (441-443) and 
brought back with him valuable rel­
ics. Some years before his death, 
which took place in 461, Patrick re­
signed his position as Bishop of Ar­
magh to his disciple Benignus, and re­
tired to Saul in Dalaradia, where he 
spent the remainder of his life. The 
"Confession," written by himself to­
wards the end of 'his life, gives an 
account of his career.

A vote of thanks was ably proposed 
by Mr. Llewellyn Colley, and second­

I by acclamation.
| His Excellency, Sir Wm. Aliardyce, 
then briefly expressed hfs pleasure at 
being present to hear so instructive 
an address. He delighted the mem­
bers of the Club hy expressing his 
willingness to become a member of 
the organization, while two» amusing - 

! stories that he told brought forth 
shouts of laughter from his hearers. 
He has promised that perhaps some 
time during the next season, lie will 
spend an hour lecturing to 'the Club 
on his experienees abroad.

At 9.30 a most enjoyable everting 
was brought to a close with the sing­
ing of the National Anthem.
