NEVER AGAIN, THEY SAY.

Delegates at Hague Discuss Means of 
Keeping World Peace.

THE HAGUE, April 13—For three 
days there has been a private dis­
cussion of peace here by a conference 
consisting of about thirty delegates 
from Holland, Sweden, Norway, 
England, Germany, United States, 
Belgium and Switzerland. The con­
ference came to an end yesterday 
with the drafting of a program for 
actions in the various countries. Only 
a short record of the work of the 
conference has been issued as fol­
lows:

“The object of the meeting was 
not to suggest steps to bring the war 
to an end, but to consider by what 
principles the future peace of the 
world would best be guaranteed. Af­
ter a full discussion of the minimum 
program was unanimously adopted.

“The action to be initiated in the 
different countries will ultimately 
be supplemented as indicated by an 
international propaganda.”

Death of J. T. Lewis, K.C.
OTTAWA, April 13.—John Trav­

ers Lewis, K.C., D.C.L., senior part­
ner of the law firm of Lewis -and 
Smellie, and one of the foremost law­
yers in Canada, died yesterdayi morn­
ing, after six months’ illness. Deceas­
ed was born in Brockville in 1857, 
and was called to the bar in 1882. 
He had a very brilliant legal career, 
frequently appearing as counsel be­
fore the Imperial Privy Council. He 
had been chancelier of the Anglican 
Diocese of Ottawa since 1906, and 
was also a member of the Canadian 
Boy Scouts’ Council, and of the Exe­
cutive of the Victorian Order of 
Nurses. His father was Archbishop 
of Ontario, and his mother a daugh­
ter of the late Hon. Henry Sherwood, 
of Toronto.

NEW YORK, April 13.—Gen. Vic- 

toriano Huerta, the exiled ex-Presi­
dent of Mexico, arrived here late yes­
terday from Spain on board the 
steamer Antonio Lopez.

SAVE YOUR HEART.
Don’t Crowd Extra Work Upon It, ai 

It Has Enough to Do.
Heart strain may be brought on by 

many common, thoughtless actions of 
everyday life, as, for instance, running 
to catch a train. In an actual experi­
ment made on a person with a healthy 
heart before the run the heart rate was 
seventy-six per minute and the heart 
was doing 152 foot pounds of work a 
minute; after the run the heart rate 
was ISO and the heart was doing 360 
foot pounds a minute, an increase of 
228 foot pounds. Great strain may also 
be imposed upon the heart by ascend­
ing stairs hurriedly.

Not only physical exertion, but emo­
tions, affect the heart “Keep your 
temper” is good medical advice, for 
when a person is angry the work his 
heart does may be increased as much 
as seventy-two foot pounds a minute. 
Even after the emotion or exertion has 
ceased the heart continues to do ex­
tra work for some time before it gets 
back to its normal rate.

The amount of extra work the heart 
<*an do is surprising. Tests have shown 
that in riding a bicycle at a rapid pace 
up a 10 per cent grade for half a mile 
the extra work imposed on the heart 
would be sufficient to lift one and one- 
eighth tons one foot

There are various ways by which we 
might save the heart work. As the 
heart beats less rapidly when we are 
at rest we could save it S7G.OOO foot 
pounds of work a year by going to bed 
two hours earlier every night. Lying 
down half an hour daily would mean 
an annual saving of 219.000 foot 
pounds; an hour’s rest every Sunday 
would save 62,400 foot pounds, and by 
staying In bed all day Sunday the an 
nual saving would be nearly a million 
foot pounds.—Detroit Free Press.

It was in 
a great measure due to the accurate 
and - overwhelming artillery fire 
against the German trenches at 
Hartmanns-Weiler Kopf that this 
position was captured with such trif- 

1 ling loss to the attackers, 
j “The capture of this hill was of 
j the first importance to tbe French, 
i From it and the neighboring heights, 
which they already îield, southern Al­
sace lies open to the view.

“Now the French can shell the 
railways, factories and cantonments 
used by the Germans in the valley.

“Throughout the winter the fight­
ing in this area has been most severe, 
the attacks often taking place 
through snow up to the men’s waists.

“The trenches are from 40 to 300 
yards apart, but nearly always now 
the French trenches are on higher 
ground and overlook the German 
ones.

“The morale of the French troops 
is splendid. They are full of confi­
dence, as they know that they have 
the upper hand.”

section of available Dominion land in Manito­
ba.Saskatchewan or Alberta. J'he applicant 
n.ust appear in person at the Dominion Lands 
Agency or Sub-Agency for the district. Entry 
by proxy may be made at any Dominion 
Land s agency (but not sub-agency) on certain 
conditions.

Duties—Six months residence upon and cul­
tiva tic n of the land in each of three years. 
A homesteader may live within nine miles of 
his homestead on n farm of at least 80 acres 
<m certain conditions, a habitable house is 
required exc.-pjj where residence is performed 
In the vicinity. \. 1

Incertain districts a homesteader in good 
standing may pre-empt a quarter-section along 
Hide his horn, .-tend. Prie -W.Ou par acra.

Dunes—Six months' residence in each of 8 
yeai after earning h miestead patent ; also 50 
acres extra cultivation. Pre-emption patent 
may be obtained as soon ns homestead patent 
on certain conditions.
.A , settler who has exhausted his horns 

stead right may take a purchased homestead 
in certain districts. Price $3.00 per acre. 
Duties—Must reside six months in each of 
three y-titrs, cultivate fifty acres and erect a 
house worth $300.00

The area of cultivation is subject to reduc­
tion in case of rough, scrubby or stony land. 
Give stock may be substituted for cultivation 
under certain conditions
