After this the Christians were all 
completely disarmed by the Govern­
ment. Some eighty men had been im- 
prisoned, and it was feared that there 
would be another scene of terror. It 
came at last. On Saturday, Decem­
ber 28, the horrid work began and 
continued until dark. The houses of 
foreigners, the Roman Catholics and 
Syrians were spared. All other 
Christians suffered complete loss of 
all home furnishings, and some houses 
were burned. The number of people 
killed cannot be less than 3,500, and 
may reach 4,000. Of these it is esti­
mated that 1,500 perished in the great 
Gregorian Church. About 800 per­
sons escaped from the church by way 
of the roof. The work, however, did 
not cease until dark Sunday, the 29th.
