COAL FLOWING IN.
The Black Fuel iz More Plentiful and
Decreasing 1n Price,

NEw York, June 21,—When the coal
strike first began to assume serious pro-
portions severai large operators in this city,
fearing that they would not have ecoal
enough to enable them to fill their con-
tracts, ordered from abroad, England,
Wales and Nova Scetia being the principal
sources of supply which they sought. With-
in the short space of ten days some 80,000
tons were thus ordered. 'This was fully
four weeks ago, and of thiz 80,000 tons there
are yet to arrive about 20,000 tons. Some
steamship companies have also been im-
porting coal at their own risk as a matter
of speculation, and are said to have done
fairly well at it. At present, however, no
more foreign contracts are being made, for
the strike seems to be tending toward a
settiement, and bituminous coal is arriving
irom West Virginia at the rate ¢f 70 to 80
cars per day. From the Cumberland sec-
tion coal is also arriving freely, and as the
Pennsylvania Railroad Company has re-
leased large quantities that have been
sidetracked along its line and brought it
down to tidewater, it looks as if the worst
of the famine was over. Last week and
the weel before coal was selling as high as
§6 per ton, but it was offered here yester-
day at §4 50 per ton.
