«o hard against the quadruple cordon of 
police who surrounded the open space, and 
became so threatening and demon­
strative that .orders were given the 
police to drive them back. These 
orders were carried out with great 
severity. The police were helpless, 
apparently believing that if they did not 
succeed in dispersing * the crowd they 
would themselves be routed and treated 
without mercy. The hardest fighting was 
in Northumberland avenue, but there 
was a general-encounter in aU the streets 
debouching upon, the square. Hundreds 
of persons, including numbers of women, 
were injured more or less severely. They 
were conveyed to the hospitals as soon ‘ea 
possible. An United Press reporter saw 
eight wounded men taken into Charing 
Cross Hospital within twenty minutes. 
The leaders of the mob seemed to be 
young roughs from th 
o’clock Sir Charles gave up the attempt to 
control the mob with the police force at 
his disposal, and called upon the military 
authorities for assistance. A detachment 
of mounted and foot life guards 
quickly responded, having been held in 
readiness for such an emergency. Their 
appearance, together with that of a large 
reinforcement of police, resulted in the 
crowd being overawed and the streets 
were soon cleared. Most of the people 
seemed by common consent to take up 
their march for Hyde Park. A magistrate 
who had come with the military to 
read the riot act, remained on the 
ground but had nq occasion to read the 
the act. At six o’clock the military and 
police were still in possession and holding 
the square. A strong force also had been 
sent to Hyde Park;

The scene at Trafalgar Square to-day 
has not been equalled since 1866, when 
the people, in asserting tneir rights to 
public meetings, destroyed the railings of 
Hyde Park. Early in the day 4000 police­
men took possession of the square and 
its approaches, and prepared to hold it 
and prevent the advertised meeting from 
taking place. Soon the different club 
associations, etc., began to arrive, after 
having marched through the various dis­
tricts in which they belonged, headed by 
bands of music and flying flags, banners, 
streamers, etc. These détachaient* were 
composed of socialists, radicals, Irish so­
cieties and a few trades associations, and 
as fast as they came to the square they 
were attacked and dispersed by the police 
only to reassemble and press forward. 
Later on, as the crowds became more 
dense, fierce fights were started between 
the police and the mob in Northumberland 
Avenue, Whitehall, Pall Mall, and other 
adjacent streets* in which they were uni­
formly the victims, one detachment, 
headed 1 
into the
which ended filially in the repulse of the 
intruders and With the injury of many 
persons. WitK this detachment was Mr. 
R. C. Graham, liberal member of parlia­
ment for North West Lanarkshire, who 
was seriously hurt and subsequently ar­
rested on the charge of assaulting the 
police. At 4:40 this afternoon the crowd 
numbered easily 100,000, and it became 
so perfectly manifest that the police 
powerless to disperse them, that the mili­
tary was summoned. In response to this 
call a force of cavalry and infantry 
came up on to the ground but 
they refrained from charging on the mul­
titude because the people were awed by 
the presence-of the troops and began to 
disperse and by dusk comparatively few 
remained.

A sawmill of 6,000 feet 
daily capacity is on the property,and about 
100,000 feet of lumber for fluming pur­
poses will be got out during the winter. 
The company only secured the charter for 
the property the session before last, and 
[ireliminari es were arranged in 1886, but the 
greafcerproportion of the work wasdbne this 
year, and is certainly highly creditable to 
the management The lease extends for 
eight miles, along Findlay creek, and the 
latter having a fall of from fifty to seventy- 
five feet to the mile, and fair flats for 
dump ground at different points along the 
stream, the facilities for washing are good. 
Mr. Brady will go to San Fran­
cisco during the winter and purchase- 
the necessary outfit for the additions to 
be made next year. Piping will begin 
about the first week in April, and a .great 
deal of ground will be worked before the 
season again closes. This hydraulic min­
ing enterprise promises to be the most 
successful ever prosecuted in the province.

Mr. Robt. Galbraith placed in a hydrau­
lic giant and pipes on his property on 
Wild Horse Creek, and has been running 
for a considerable period. The season’s 
results are not yet given.

up the subjects dealt with at the previous 
lecture on the causes of disease, and con­
fined his remarks chiefly to the impurities 
of the air. Through this medium particles 
of organic matter, either living or dead, 
may be introduced into the system, 
during ill-health or disease, 
to the subject of ventilation, which is a 
matter of great importance, as it is a 
means of removing these impurities. 
These are of organic nature, derived from 
the human body, chiefly through the lungs 
by the act of respiration, producing an 
excessive amount of carbon dioxide. Be­
fore going into the impurities, the lecturer 
gave the composition of pure air and 
dwelt upon its components, viz. nitrogen, 
oxygen, and carbon dioxide, stating that 
air was not a chemical compound, but 
merely a mixture of these components, 
oxygen being the, chief life sustaining 
property. Impurities of air arise in var­
ious ways, by respiration, combustion, 
putrefaction, gases and poisons. Respir­
ation was dealt with at length, and the 
lecturer stated that these impurities can 
be ordinarily noticed through the sense of 
smell. When air is inhaled it contains 
20 parts oxygen, and when exhaled it
