Oakland Kstate Is to Have a Side-
walk on the Lansdowne
Road.

Superintendent Hutcheson Points Out
a Defect in the Eleetric Light
System.

The city council were favored at their
meeting last night by the presence of a
deputation of ladies from the Oakland dis-
trict, who came in support of a petition
which they had sent in arking for a sidewalk
on Lanedowne road. Mrs, Tippins, Mrs.
Mewburn, Mrs. West, Mrs. Loye, Mrs.
Besford, Mrs. Andernoch, Mrs. Mantop,
Mrs. Wilkinson, and Miss Wilkinson, repre-
sented the petitioners.

All the council were present with the ex-
ception of Ald. Williams.

The question of fire hall vs. sidewalk in
Oakland distriot came up when a petition
signed by N. Sabin and 35 others was read
sayiog that though a resolution had passed
the council in favor of a fire hall, it had not

yet been erected. The petition also favored
Mr. Clarke’s property as the site for the
hall.

ALD. McLELLAN would like to know why
the fire hall had not already been built since
the council has passed a resolution favering
its erection. He proceedcd to set forth the
importance of North Ward, as six main roads
through it give vo the people of the surround-
ing couuntry access to the city, and main-
tained that it was only the just right of the
ward to have both the fire hall and side-
walk.

Anpother petition from Qakland Estate
property bolders was read aeking that the
fire hall be built on the Mewburn property
as the most suitable for the purpose.

Still a third petition in favor of the side-
walk on Lansdowne road in the same dis-
trict waas read.

Then came the petition from the ladies of
the district asking for the sidewalk on Lans-
downe road and stating that this had been
asked for last April, bsfore the fire hall had
been thought of. It was sighed by Mrs.
Tippins and 23 other ladies.

ALD MACMILLAN moved that the ladies’
petition be granted.

ALp. HaALL strongly advocated the side-
walk. He did not live in the North ward
bat he had been over the ground and fally
recognizsd the necessity for the improve.
menv. He added that it struck him forcibly
that a schoolbouse was needed there too,
more than a fire hall. (Applause from the
ladies.) 3

ALD. WILSON, referring to the fire hall,
remarked that the resolution in its favor
had already passed the council, and he
anderstood that the majority of people in
the district wanted it.

In answer to the question whether there
were funds for the purpose, Ald. Cameron
atated that there was no money in the fire
wardens’ department to build the hall, and
if it were built the appropriation would
have to come out of other funds. There
was money to build the sidewalk, and he
thoaght, as Mr. Mewburn had offered to
give a shelter for.a fire reel free, that the
sidewalk was more important than buildiog
a fire hall.

ALp. McCLELLAN would like to see all
parties happy, and this ocould be broaght
about best by building both sidewalk and
fire hall, if there were funds.

The prayer of the -petition for the side-
walk was favored by the council, and Ald.
Hall then moved that, if the fire wardens
had not the funde ta build a fire hall, Mr.
Mewburn’s offer be excepted.

This after some opposition was carried,
the Mayor giviag his casting vote in its
favor.

men sent in a recommendation that Mrs. A.
H. Scaife and Miss; Camerop be appointed
by the city as two of “their representatives
on the Agricultural Association directorate.

T. Lawrie wrote complaining that nothing
bad yeb been done regarding hisformer com-
munications calling attention to a defective
drain on Springfield avenue.

‘ALp HuMPHREY remarked that the streets
committee were having the drains in that’
néighborhood cleaned out, and he supposed
the one in question was receiving attention.

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INLAND OR OPEN WATER?

British Colam®dians Dispate the Right
of Amerieans to Fish in
Hecate Channel.

Trading With the Indiaus
Also Charged—How the
Case Stands,

Illegal

Upon the definition of the irequently
qaoted tevm *“inland waters” hangs a mat-
ter of great importance to British Colum-
bians, and especially to those residents of
this provicce» who have during very recent
years developed the halibut indastry to its
presenv gratifying proportions. Whether
Hecate Strait is or is not  open water,”
and therefore the legitimate field for the
operation of fishing boats from Paget Sound
—that is the gquestion to the solution of
which the authoritics at O.tawa are now

giving their atteation, while Western busi.
ness men await the outcome with aaxious
interesc.

To British Columbéans belongs the credit of
hawving firstrealized thepoesibilities of tks haH-
buo fisheries, the Eastern markets eagerty ac-
cepting mavy tons of this fine food as zoon
a8 they had been convinced as to its entirely
satisfuctory condition for the table after
crossing the continent in ice.

From the experimental stege, the indas-
try quéckly developed large proportions, and
more than one steamer, with a suitable flset
of small boats, soon [sund profitable em.
ployment about the banks to the north of
Vanoocouwver island.

Then the Americans saw the opportunity
thao they themselves had failed to aiscover,
and instead of casting about fer new banks
in water open to them beyond poesibility
of digpute, sent their boats slso into Hecate
strait, the channel sepsrating Goschen
island, of the Queen Charlotte group, from
the British Columbia mainland.

There they have been constantly em-
ployed for weeks and months past—the
subject of numerous complaints to the
authorities here and of endless vexation to
the British Columbia exporters and fisher-
men.

Nobt only are they trespassing according
to the Canadian contention, says Collector
Milne, for Hecate strait seems- just as much
inland water a8 Puget Sound, but of late
they have, according to information recsived
from more than one reliable source, directly
violated the castoms laws by calling at Rose
spit, Graham island and other places, and
there disposing of ‘full cargoes of flour and
general merchandise to the Indians, greatly
to the detriment of the Hudson’s Bay Co.’s
trade and also of the customs revenue.

By 8o doing they have of ocourse made
double profits, where only the legitimate
margin from the fisheries rewarded the pio-
neers of the indnstry. The Canadian auth-
orities have now decided that the thing
must be stopped. They are only awaiting
confirmation from Ottawa of their conten-
vion that Heoate etrait is inland+ water, in
order to proceed with the evictiom of the
Puget Sound fishing fleet.
