The question of legislative independence
has much to commend it:. The business of
the imperial parliament is growing in vo:
lume year by year, and there are many in-
terests megleoted for the simple reason that
parliznicnt cannot overtake its work. Im-

rial ‘questions’ cannot be deferred, and
;::aal ones suffer in consequence, For this
reason législative independence might prove
to be a boon to Great Britain as well as to
Irélsnd,

There is on those two subjects no wide
difference of opinion between the Liberals
‘dnd the land league, but there isa difference
-as to the mannerof effecting the changes.
The Parnell section of the land leaguers
favors revolation, and the Liberals the
slower but safer process of legislative re-
form. It ought not to be a difficult matter
for the Irish people to choose its truer
friends and the better way.

MR. BLAKE'S OBATQBY.

Tt must be indeed gratifying to those who
desire to elevate the tone of political dis-
cussion in Canada to find such a large sec-
tionof the ministerial press casting aside
the acerbities of party spite, and busying
themselves in a discussion of the literary
charagter of Mr. Blake’s recent speeches.
It is complimentary, too, to Mr. Blake
that the hardest thing they venture to say
of him is that he ds *“ no orator.”

These literary discussions are sure to:do
doed. They will teach aspiring politicians
that the Canadian press—a section of it, ab
any rate—expect them to. cultivate
those loftier graces of thought and
speech  which  are so much more
agreeable to the msthetic mind of the aver-
age Tory editor than such commonplace
virtues as wise poliey, administrative
ability, practical knowledge of the country’s
needs, honesty of purpose, strong common
sense, and simple directness of speech.
These are all very well for the simple-mind-
ed elector ; but any man who presumes to
be a statesman must be something higher—
he must be an *‘ orator.”

As a matter of fact, we have only one
* orator’” in Canada—his name is Tupper,
The flow of his language is as abundant, as
ceascless, as vehement and as majestic' as
Niagara ; he possesses all the animation
and chaff-scattering effectiveness of a good
threshing machine’; he adds expressiveness
and emphasis to hiseloquence by the wind-
mill motion of hisayms ; and his metaphors
are simply grand. Who, for instance, but
he could have spoken of the syndicate
contract as the *‘crown of the pedestal”
of Sir John Macdonald’s public life ! No,
Mr. Blake is no such orator. He prefers to
resemble those whom the world in its folly
has designated with that. great title in
the past, whose characteristics were
a lofty tone, a symmetrical arrangement of
ideas, clearness and accuracy of reasoning,
purity and appropriateness of diction—the
right words in the right place—and a cumu-
lative progression of ideas to a climax.
These, and many more of the traits of what
history calls oratory, Mr. Blake possesses
in greater perfection than any other man
in Canada. But he lacks Tupperian bom-
bast, which is commonly known among
Canadian Tory editors as oratory. Perhaps
they know an orator when. they see and
hear one.

Questionable Work of the Tory Press.
